tionally, the 1/2” mesh size is more suited
as protection netting to keep marauding
animals and even the smallest birds off
new plantings.
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Pulling the netting tight eliminates
excess folds in which birds may get
tangled. Closing the netting at the bottom
prevents birds from getting underneath
the net where they will inevitably fly
up toward the light and get caught. For
applications such as for a berry patch,
simply bring the netting right down to
