Turkeys can live
between 3-10 years.
Full grown turkeys
are called Toms or
Gobblers (male)
and hens (female).

At around 6 weeks old,
Poults lose their baby
feathers, known as molting,
with adult feathers growing

in their place. 1 year old
juvenile turkeys are known

as jakes (males) and
jennies (females).
