Use scissors to cut your
design out of the paper.
Lay the cut-out design on
the soap bar and trace
around it with the pencil.

Peel up the paper shape. With
the plastic knife, carefully
carve away the soap outside
of your outline. Remove the
soap in small chunks — don't
try to cut off big slabs.

Step 1
Lay the soap bar on a blank piece of
paper and trace around it. Then
sketch a simple design on the paper
inside the shape you just traced.

Keep brushing of f
the soap flakes!

Step 4
Once you're happy with
the rough shape, use
the pencil to make
some grooves for the
lines in your design.

Step 6
Use the toothpick to add
fine details. Continue
shaping and refining
until you're happy with
your soap sculpture.

Step 5
Scrape away at the
soap’s surface with

the rounded end of a
paper clip to add
depth and detail.
