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MATERIALS & TOOLS
- Black cardstock
- Colored paper: dark olive, ivory, dark gold and white
- Craft knife
- Scissors
- Glue stick
- Glue gun and glue sticks

- Print the templates and cut all the details.
- Remember to print at 100% scale to get the right size for the flowers and
leaves.
- You can trace these and cut them out of stronger card if you prefer.

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If you don’t have colored paper you can print the colored details on white paper.
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Cut out all details according to
template.

Curl petals with edge of scissors.

Shape flowers by gluing parts.

Cut the stripes to get the fringe. Curl it with edge of scissors.

Fold petals.
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Glue the middles to the flowers.

Wrap large strips around small ones
and glue the tip.

Fold leaves with edge of scissors.

Cut 9.25’’ x 9.25’’ topper from black
cardboard.

Roll small strips up and glue the tip.

Fold petals.
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Glue sign to the topper with glue stick.  Glue leaves with hot glue gun.

Glue large flowers. Glue small flowers.

Attach the topper to your graduation cap with double-sided tape or craft adhesive.
