Materials:

Flowerpot template

Step 1: Print the flower templates and trim to the dotted line.
Step 2: Fold as indicated on the template, to form a supportive
flower pot. The white space will be the base.

Step 3: Glue the back of the pot to front (as pictured) to keep it
nice and strong.

Step 4: Your garden is blooming! These little flowers in pots
would make wonderful surprise gifts in a card for friends and
family, as they can be flattened for the mail.
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
