Ohio State at No. 12 seed UNCG, 6 p.m. (ESPN+)

NOTES

• Southern Conference champion UNCG opens 
NCAA Men’s Soccer Championship play Sunday 
when it hosts Ohio State in the second round.

• The 13-1-4 Spartans (4-0-1 SoCon), who won 
the SoCon regular-season and tournament 
titles, claimed the league’s automatic bid to the 
NCAA tournament, earning the No. 12 national 
seed and a fi rst-round bye.

• UNCG, which will be making its 12th DI NCAA 
appearance, is ranked No. 7 nationally in the 
United Soccer Coaches’ Top 25. The Spartans 
are No. 6 in the TopDrawerSoccer poll and No. 
7 in the College Soccer News poll.

• After topping No. 5 seed Furman 6-3 in the 
semifi nals of the SoCon Men’s Soccer Champi-
onship on Nov. 6, top-seeded UNCG downed  
No. 3 seed Mercer in the fi nal, 2-1. Ismail El Har-
chi headed home the winning goal in the 83rd 
minute en route to claiming Most Outstanding 
Player honors. Basile Marc scored on penalty 
kicks in both of UNCG’s SoCon tournament 
contests, while Marco Afonso notched a hat 
trick and added an assist in the semifi nal win 
over the Paladins.

• The Spartans’ SoCon tournament title was 
their second in three seasons and fi fth overall.

• UNCG is 9-0-1 at UNCG Soccer Stadium this 
season and looks to continue its fi rst undefeat-
ed home slate since going 8-0 in 2002.

• The Spartans were well-represented in the 
SoCon’s postseason honors, with JC Ngando 
named the SoCon Player of the Year, Niclas Wild 
sharing Goalkeeper of the Year honors and Chris 
Rich named Coach of the Year. UNCG put fi ve 
on the All-SoCon fi rst team, four on the second 
team and four on the All-Freshman team.

• Ohio State advanced to face UNCG via its 3-0 
fi rst-round NCAA win at Wake Forest on Thurs-
day. Anthony Samways scored what would 
prove to be the winning goal just 1:07 into the 
contest, with Xavier Green doubling the lead in 
the 16th minute. Thomas Gilej capped the scor-
ing in the 53rd minute and Keagan McLaughlin 
made fi ve saves to preserve the shutout.

• The Buckeyes earned an at-large selection for 
the 11th NCAA tournament appearance and 
fi rst since 2015. OSU is 11-3-5 overall and went 
4-2-2 in Big Ten play to tie for second. Ohio State 
fell in the semifi nals of the Big Ten Champion-
ship to eventual champion Rutgers.

• Ohio State is ranked No. 16 in the latest United 
Soccer Coaches Top 25 and No. 22 in the latest 
College Soccer News Top 30.

• OSU’s Laurence Wootton was named the Big 
Ten Midfi elder of the Year, while McLaughlin 
was named the Goalkeeper of the Year. Two 
more Buckeyes earned second-team All-Big Ten 
honors and two were All-Freshman selections.
