APPALACHIAN STATE (12-15, 6-8 SoCon): Appalachian State closed out the regular season
with a 75-70 win at home over UNC Greensboro...D.J. Thompson led the Mountaineers with 29
points, hitting five 3-pointers along the way... Thompson became the 27th ASU player in school to
reach 1,000 points for their career, and the seventh fastest to reach the feat...He also became only
the 15th player to score 500 or more points in one season...Thompson is five steals shy of 200 for
his career...ASU won three of its final four games of the regular season...Appalachian State is the
No. 8 seed in the league tournament and will open up the tourney facing No. 9 Wofford...It marks
the first time that the two teams have met in the league tourney...Jeremy Clayton has 89 career
blocked shots, good for sixth all-time at ASU...Clayton needs six to move into a tie for fifth all-time.

COLLEGE OF CHARLESTON (17-10, 9-6 SoCon): The Cougars split their two games last
week, defeating Wofford 69-64 and falling at Davidson, 65-63...College of Charleston is the No. 4
seed in this week’s SoCon Championship held at the North Charleston Coliseum and will play No.
5 seeded Chattanooga in the quarterfinals on Friday...Both teams have earned first round byes...CofC
shot 54.2 percent against Wofford hitting on 26-0f-48 attempts...Jermaine Johnson had a career-
best 13 rebounds against Wofford...Dontaye Draper surpassed 1,000 points for his career against
Davidson and enters the tournament with 1,002 points...Draper, who had 29 points in a win over
Wofford, has scored 20-plus points in each of his last five games, and is averaging 23.8 ppg over that
span...Drew Hall had nine assists and just one turnover at Davidson...David Lawrence hit four 3-
pointers at Davidson...Lawrence had 14 points (all in the second half) and nine rebounds vs. the
Wildcats...Johnson averaged 12 rpg for the week after adding 11 rebounds and nine points at
Davidson...Hall is just 16 assists shy of becoming just the 13th player in CofC history with 300
career assists...CofC out-rebounded Wofford, 38-20 and Davidson, 40-32.

CHATTANOOGA (17-12, 8-6 SoCon): Chattanooga secured the fifth and final first round bye
with its 71-67 win over Western Carolina last Saturday (and coupled with Furman’s loss Sunday to
Georgia Southern)...UTC enters the tournament as the No. 5 seed and will face No. 4 College of
Charleston in the quarterfinals on Friday...The two teams have only met once in the tournament,
with the Mocs coming away with an 89-78 win over the Cougars in the 2004 quarterfinals...Charles
Anderson connected on 8-0f-9 shots from the floor en route to a game-high 17 points versus the
Catamounts...Also scoring in double digits in scoring against the Catamounts were Jerice Crouch
with 16 points and Casey Long, who had 10...Since 1993, the Mocs have won five SoCon Cham-
pionships, including last year’s 66-62 victory over UNC Greensboro for their ninth title.

THE CITADEL (9-20, 1-14 SoCon): The Citadel enters the tournament on a two-game winning
streak, the team’s first win streak since posting back to back wins in early December...The Bull-
dogs, who won at Savanah State and at Wofford, are the No. 11 seed and will play sixth-seeded
Furman in the final game of the first round on Thursday...J’Mel Everhart claimed his first SoCon

DAVIDSON (17-10, 10-5 SoCon): Davidson’s string of four straight divisional title was snapped
when Georgia Southern beat Furman on Sunday, leaving the Wildcats in second place in the South
Division...Senior Brendan Winters became just the fourth Wildcat to score 1,800 points with his
13 at Georgia Southern; he enters the tournament with 1,820 in his career...Winters also has scored
in double figures 99 times in his career...Sophomore Boris Meno recorded his first career double-
double with 12 points and 10 rebounds at Georgia Southern...The Wildcats were out-rebounded in
the regular-season finale versus College of Charleston, the first time since the two teams played in
Charleston on Jan. 17 that Davidson did not haul in more boards than its opponent...Senior Kenny
Grant has dished out nine assists in three consecutive games and is now third all-time at Davidson
with 446 assists in just three years...Senior lan Johnson needs just six points to move into 11th
place ahead of current assistant coach Landry Kosmalski 100 on Davidson’s all-time scoring list;
