Holland opened his season with 31 points in an 88-79
loss at UCF on Nov. 10, finishing one point shy of his
career high. The guard from Fayetteville, North Caro-
lina, was 7-for-15 from the floor (46.7 percent), includ-
ing a 6-for-11 effort from 3-point range (54.5 percent).
Holland went 11-for-11 from the free-throw line and
pulled down three rebounds.

Two days later, Holland scored 16 points in just 18
minutes of action in a 110-43 win over Toccoa Falls.
He shot 60 percent from the floor (6-for-10) and 66.7
percent from 3-point range (4-for-6). He pulled down
two rebounds.

For the week, Holland averaged 23.5 points, 2.5 re-
bounds and 1.5 assists per game. He shot a collective
52 percent from the floor (13-for-25) and 58.8 percent
from 3-point range (10-for-17) in addition to his per-
fect mark at the free-throw line.
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- Southern Conference teams are 11-15 on the young
season, with seven of the wins coming against non-
Division | opponents and eight of the losses coming
against Power 5 teams.

» The 10 league teams have combined to go 10-1 at
home and 1-14 on the road so far. ETSU’s win at Savan-
nah State is the SoCon’s lone road win.

- Wofford’s Fletcher Magee went 7-for-12 from 3-point
range and scored 32 points in a 79-65 loss at California
on Thursday. The junior guard scored 24 of his points
in the first half, including a stretch in which he scored
13 straight for the Terriers.

» Mercer will play three games in three days as part of
the U.S. Virgin Islands Paradise Jam, which was moved
from St. Thomas to Lynchburg, Virginia, after hur-
ricanes Irma and Maria battered the Caribbean. The
Bears take on host Liberty on Friday before bracket
play determines their next two opponents.

« Furman topped former SoCon member Elon on Tues-
day, getting 23 points from reigning SoCon Player of
the Year Devin Sibley and 20 from John Davis lll in the
76-67 victory. The Paladins take on Butler on Saturday
before heading to No. 1 Duke on Monday. Both games
are part of the PK80-Phil Knight Invitational.

« ETSU will take on some basketball royalty of its own
Friday, as the Bucs head to Lexington, Kentucky, for a
date with the seventh-ranked Kentucky Wildcats.

« Chattanooga picked up the first win of the Lamont
Paris era Wednesday, cruising to a 94-46 win over Hi-
wassee. Makine London’s career-high 20 points paced
three Mocs in double figures. The win improved Chat-
tanooga to 36-5 all-time in home openers in its Divi-
sion | era.

» Western Carolina continues its tough early season
slate with a date at Minnesota on Sunday as part of
the Barclays Center Classic. The Gophers will be the
second Power 5 opponent of the season for the Cata-
mounts, who have also taken on No. 12 Cincinnati.

+ UNCG downed North Carolina Wesleyan 82-48
Wednesday in the first of four home games at Fleming
Gymnasium for the Spartans this year. The remainder
of UNCG's home contests will be at the Greensboro
Coliseum.

- As a conference, the SoCon finished 16th in the RPI
last season, its best showing since finishing 16th in
2006-07.

» Samford’s Christen Cunningham has started in ev-
ery game of his collegiate career. The Bulldogs' point
guard has started 104 straight games.

New faces

Two new head coaches join the league in 2017-18. Bob Richey takes over at Furman after six seasons on the
Paladin coaching staff, while Lamont Paris assumes the lead role at Chattanooga after spending the previous
seven years as an assistant at Wisconsin.

Returning weapons

- Seven of the 15 All-Southern Conference players from last year return to the league in 2017-18, including
first-teamers Devin Sibley of Furman and Fletcher Magee of Wofford.

- Collectively, the league returns 92 letterwinners and 30 starters from last season. Mercer, Samford and
Western Carolina each return all five starters, while Furman returns four. Chattanooga is the only team in the
league replacing all five starters this year.

Postseason experience

Four teams reached postseason play last season. ETSU won the SoCon Championship and the league’s au-
tomatic bid to the NCAA tournament, where it fell in the first round to Florida. UNCG made its first NIT ap-
pearance since 2002, falling to Syracuse, while Furman and Samford participated in the Collegelnsider.com
Tournament, with the Paladins reaching the semifinals.

Young moves up
Wofford coach Mike Young moved into second place in SoCon history in wins last season. Now in his 16th
season at the helm for the Terriers, Young boasts a career record of 249-228.

Sharpshooting Bulldogs

The Citadel led the nation in scoring last season at 89.9 points per game, finishing second in Division | with 397
made 3-pointers, a SoCon record. Preston Parks paced the Bulldogs with 18.1 points per game, the fourth-best
mark in the league, en route to being named the SoCon Freshman of the Year. He is the lone underclassman
on this year’s preseason all-conference team.

Returning statistical leaders

« Furman senior Devin Sibley is the league’s active points leader, as he has scored 1,410 points in his career
so far. Among players who have been in the league for at least two full seasons, Wofford junior Fletcher Magee
owns the best career scoring average at 16.5 points per game.

«The SoCon’s active rebound leader is Mercer senior Stephon Jelks, who has pulled down 613 in 100 games.
Samford junior Wyatt Walker is second with 531 through 68 games for a league-best 7.8 per-game average for
his career.

Double-double machine

Samford’s Wyatt Walker turned in a league-best 17 double-doubles in 2016-17. He averaged 12.9 points and
9.7 rebounds per game as a sophomore last season, falling just shy of being the first SoCon player to aver-
age a double-double for the year since UNCG's Ben Stywall averaged 14.3 points and 10.4 boards per game
in 2009-10. Walker was a third-team all-conference pick last year and is a preseason all-conference selection
heading into this season.

Close encounters

Southern Conference teams were 6-13 last season in nonconference games that were decided by one pos-
session or went into overtime. League teams have gone 33-38 in those games since the start of the 2013-14
season.

- Chattanooga’s Justin Tuoyo won his third straight SoCon Defensive Player of the Year honor as a senior in
2016-17. He's the only player since the award was instituted in 2008-09 to win it more than once, let alone three
times.

«VMI's QJ Peterson led the league in scoring for the second straight season as a senior in 2016-17. Peterson
averaged 19.8 points per game as a junior before scoring 19.6 last year.

« ETSU’s T.J. Cromer was the league’s second-leading scorer as senior last season at 19.1 points per game. The
guard averaged 24.7 points per game and was 10-for-18 (55.6 percent) from 3-point range in the Bucs' three
SoCon tournament games, leading the Bucs to their seventh title and earning Most Outstanding Player honors.

- Wofford's Eric Garcia averaged 6.8 assists per game as a senior last season, the highest total in the league
since Davidson’s Jason Richards dished out 8.1 per game in 2007-08. Garcia was third nationally with a 3.77
assist-to-turnover ratio.
