+The 100th season of Southern Conference men’s bas-
ketball tips off Wednesday with eight teams in action
in official contests and Samford playing an exhibition.
SoCon preseason coaches’ favorite UNC Greensboro
opens its season on Friday for the first of five games in
an eight-day span in Louisville, Kentucky.

« Furman, the media’s preseason SoCon favorite, is
ranked No. 6 in the preseason edition of the Colleg-
elnsider.com Mid-Major Top 25, while UNCG opens
the season ranked No. 12. ETSU is just outside the poll
as the de facto No. 27 and Chattanooga also received
votes.

+ Furman hosts Tusculum on Wednesday to open its
2020-21 campaign. The Paladins matched their school
record for wins with a 25-7 mark last year, including a
second-place SoCon finish at 15-3 in league play.

- Defending regular-season and tournament cham-
pion ETSU opens its season at the Gulf Coast Show-
case in Estero, Florida, taking on Abilene Christian on
Wednesday and playing opponents to be determined
on Thursday and Friday.

- The Bucs went 30-4 last season, setting a school re-
cord for wins and becoming just the fourth team in
league history to reach 30 victories in a season. The
SoCon has had a 30-game winner in two straight sea-
sons, as Wofford went 30-5 in 2018-19.

- Chattanooga went 20-13 last season, turning in its
first 20-win season since 2015-16. UTC's lone returning
starter is redshirt senior guard David Jean-Baptiste, a
preseason All-SoCon pick who averaged 12.6 points
and 2.4 assists in starting all 33 games last season.

- Two new head coaches make their debuts this sea-
son. Jason Shay assumes the top post at ETSU after
five years as an assistant for the Bucs under 2019-20
SoCon Coach of the Year Steve Forbes, who left to take
the reins at Wake Forest. Samford’s Bucky McMillan
enters the college ranks after an extremely successful
career as a high school coach in Alabama.

. Western Carolina went 19-12 overall last season,
staging the second-largest turnaround in Division | at
12.5 games after going 7-25 in 2018-19, coach Mark
Prosser’s first at the helm.

» Mercer welcomes back redshirt senior guard Ross
Cummings, who missed all but six games last season
with injury. Cummings was an all-conference per-
formerin 2018-19.

+ As a league, the SoCon finished 13th in the final NET
rankings last year. Three teams finished in the top 100
in ETSU (36), Furman (74) and UNCG (82).

- Collectively, the league returns 23 of 50 starters from
last season. The Citadel and Furman return a league-
best four each.

+ The league boasts a plethora of new faces this sea-
son, but one will look familiar. Samford graduate stu-
dent Preston Parks was the SoCon Freshman of the
Year at The Citadel in 2016-17 before transferring to
UT Martin during his sophomore season. Parks played
the 2018-19 season for the Skyhawks before transfer-
ring to Samford, where he sat out last season in ac-
cordance with NCAA transfer rules. In 36 games at The
Citadel, Parks averaged 17.4 points and 3.9 assists per
contest.

- Furman announced Tuesday that it would play home
games against ETSU (Jan. 16), Chattanooga (Jan. 30),
Wofford (Feb. 6) and Western Carolina (Feb. 13) at
Bon Secours Wellness Arena in downtown Greenville,
South Carolina.

SoConN 20-WIN Success

« The SoCon boasted four 20-game winners last sea-
son in ETSU, Furman, UNCG and Chattanooga. The
SoCon has had four teams with 20 wins for a league-
record four straight seasons, and prior to the recent
run, the league only had two other seasons in which
four teams reached the plateau - 1952-53 (Furman,
NC State, Richmond and Wake Forest) and 2009-10
(Appalachian State, College of Charleston, Western
Carolina and Wofford).

« ETSU has reached the milestone in a school-record
five straight seasons, a streak that is tied for the fifth-
longest in SoCon history. Furman and UNCG have
both turned in four straight 20-win seasons, school
records for both squads and tied for seventh in SoCon
history.

- That level of collective success is unprecedented in
league history. Since the SoCon'’s first season in 1921-
22, there had never been an instance of the same
three teams reaching the 20-win mark in consecutive
seasons until ETSU, Furman and UNCG did so in 2016~
17 and again 2017-18; now, they've run that streak to
a collective four straight seasons.
