The SoCon will enjoy airtime on ESPN2 next
Friday, December 16, as Appalachian State
battles Northern lowa in the NCAA I-AA
Football National Championship game. The
game will be telecast live from Chattanooga,
TN, at 8:00 p.m.

* The SoCon returns to the I-AA National Title
game for the first time since 2001 when Furman
dropped a 13-6 decision to Montana. This will be
the 14th appearance for a Southern Conference
team in the championship game. The league is 5-
8 in title games.

» Georgia Southern was the last SoCon team to win
a national championship, claiming the title in 2000
with a 27-25 win over Montana.

* The Southern Conference had 14 players named
to the Sports Network I-AA All-America Teams,
the most of any league in the country. Five
offensive and nine defensive players dot the roster,
including four first-team selections: Furman’s
Patrick Covington, Georgia Southern’s Chad
Motte, Appalachian State’s Marques Murrell and
Elon’s Chad Nkang.

» Three SoCon players were named to the Walter
Camp All-America team last week. Appalachian
State’s Marques Murrell and Elon’s Chad Nkang
were named to the defensive team while Georgia
Southern’s Chad Motte was selected to the
offensive squad.

» Appalachian State head coach Jerry Moore was
tabbed the American Football Coaches Associa-
tion I-AA Region 2 Coach of the Year. This is the
third time in Moore’s career that he has garnered
the award from the AFCA.

» Wofford’s Katon Bethay was named a first team
ESPN The Magazine CoSIDA Academic All-
America selection. Bethay is just the second Ter-
rier football player to earn first team Academic
All-America honors. Defensive lineman Brian
Bodor was a first team choice in 2000. Defensive
lineman Ben Whitney was a second-team choice
in 2004.

Appalachian State scored with 2:17 left on
the clock to edge Furman 29-23 in the NCAA
I-AA Semifinal game in Boone, NC. ASU
started out with a 14-0 lead in the first quarter
before Furman outscored the Mountaineers
23-7 in the second quarter to take a 23-21 lead
into halftime. In the final two minutes of the
fourth quarter, QB Trey Elder scored on a
one-yard run and William Mayfield caught a
quick pass from Elder for the two-point con-
version, giving the Mountaineers the 29-23
lead. Furman QB Ingle Martin led the Pala-
dins in the final drive to the ASU 38 before
ASU’s Jason Hunter forced Martin to fumble
the ball, which was recovered by Omar Byrom
and returned to the Furman one-yard line to
secure the win. Elder led the Mountaineers
with 165 yards on 12-o0f-17 passing and one
touchdown. Kevin Richardson rushed for 105
yards on 26 carries and two touchdowns. Jer-
emy Wiggins led the ASU defense with 12
tackles with Jason Hunter adding 10 tackles
and 1.5 tackles for loss to his forced fumble.
Martin led the Furman offense with 238 yards
on 17-0f-28 passing while adding 49 rushing
yards and a touchdown. Jerome Felton rushed
for 105 yards on 20 carries with two touch-
downs. Scott Beckler added a field goal for the
Paladins, going 1-for-2 on the day. Defen-
sively, Jeremy Blocker led Furman with 12
tackles with Andrew Jones adding 10.

PLAYOFF HISTORY: Appalachian State is playing for its first national championship title on Friday...The Mountaineers moved on to the
championship games with a 29-23 win over Furman...They advanced to the semifinals with a 38-24 win over Southern Illinois after a 34-23 victory over
Lafayette in the first round... The Mountaineers, the Southern Conference’s automatic qualifier, are also in the playoffs for the first time since 2002...As
a league, the SoCon is 5-8 in the championship game and is 10-1 versus teams from the Gateway Conference in the playoffs...ASU is the first conference
team to play in the title game since Furman in 2001 and will attempt to become the first SoCon school since Georgia Southern in 2000 to claim a national
championship...Northern lowa also advanced to its first title game with a 40-37 overtime win at Texas State last Friday...The Panthers came up short in
five previous trips to the semifinals...UNI opened the playoffs with a 41-38 win over Eastern Washington then knocked off top-seeded New Hampshire
24-21.

THE GAME: This is the first-ever meeting between the two schools...Appalachian State has a 5-1 lifetime record against teams from the Gateway
Conference, including a win over Southern Illinois this season...The Mountaineers defeated the Salukis 38-24 in the quarterfinals of the I-AA playoffs on
Dec. 3...The SoCon has five national championships under its belt -- Furman (1988), Marshall (1991, ‘96) and Georgia Southern (1999, 2000).

APPALACHIAN STATE NOTES: Mountaineer RB Kevin Richardson has rushed for 1,382 yards this season, the fourth-highest in school history and
most by a sophomore, while his 17 rushing TDs are second in ASU annals...Richardson is averaging 125 yards a game on the ground in the playoffs and
158 ypg in all-purpose yards...Richardson, who has scored four touchdowns in the playoffs (three on the ground and one through the air), needs 47 all-
purpose yards to become only the eighth player in SoCon history to record 2,000 all-purpose yards in a season...DB Corey Lynch intercepted his sixth
pass of the season against Furman last week, which was also his 13th in his career...Lynch’s career interception total is tied for 11th in league
history...Backup QB Trey Elder came in for the injured Richie Williams in the second quarter versus Furman and finished the game 12-0f-17 in the air for
165 yards and a touchdown...Elder also rushed for 69 yards and scored the game-winning score on a 1-yard rush with just over two minutes to
play...Williams attached his name to yet another SoCon record as he became the conference’s career leader in touchdown passes against Southern Illinois
Dec. 3...This season Williams has set the league’s career records for total offense (9,238), touchdowns (59), total plays (1,384) and games of 300 or more
yards of total offense (13)...Williams has been responsible for 81 touchdowns in his career (59 pass, 22 rush), second most in league history and four shy
of former GSU signal caller Chaz Williams’ mark of 85...Williams, who is third in conference history with 7,630 passing yards, is 197 yards shy of
becoming the SoCon’s all-time leader in passing yards...DL Marques Murrell tops the league with 11 sacks, while linemate Jason Hunter is second with
10...K Julian Rauch is a perfect 3-for-3 in field goals during the postseason...Rauch’s next successful PAT will be the 100th in his career...Appalachian
State has won 10 games for the fifth time in school history and the first time since 2000...Four of those 10-win seasons have come under the direction of
head coach Jerry Moore...A win in the title game would give ASU 12 wins, equaling the 1995 team for the most wins in program history.

NORTHERN IOWA NOTES: The Panthers enter the game on a seven-game win streak...QB Eric Sanders threw for a career-high 417 yards and four
TDs in the Panthers’ win over Texas State in the semifinals...Sanders finished the game 24-0f-31 and didn’t throw an interception...UNI has won five
games this season after trailing or being tied at one point in the fourth quarter... The Panthers are a perfect 9-0 when leading at the half...TB David Horne
has a school-record 18 touchdowns on the season and has tied a UNI mark with 16 rushing TDs...Against TSU, Horne became the 17th rusher to gain
1,000 yards in a season and enters the game with 1,039 yards -- tied for 13th in school history...Three of UNI’s 11 wins this year have come against teams
that were ranked No. 1 at one point during the season...All three of UNI’s playoff games have been decided by three points, with K Brian Wingert kicking
the game-winning field goal in each contest.

THE COACHES: The winningest coach in SoCon football history, Jerry Moore (Baylor ‘61) is in his 17th season at the helm of the Mountaineer
program in 2005...Moore has a 139-67 mark at Appalachian over the course of his 16-plus seasons with the school...Moore was named the 2005 SoCon
Coach of the Year and the I-AA AFCA Region 2 Coach of the Year...Moore is 9-10 in NCAA I-AA playoff games...Mike Farley (UNI “86) is in his fifth
year as head coach of the Panthers...Farley has a 44-19 overall record at UNI.
