SPARTANBURG, S.C. — Mercer’s Stacie Jones
has been named Southern Conference
Women's Basketball Player of the Week

for games played Nov. 6-13, averaging 14
points and 10 rebounds per game as the
Bears went 1-2 in their first three games of
the 2023-24 season. The award is selected
by the league office.

Jones, a Kennesaw State transfer, played her
first game for Mercer on Monday, Nov. 6, as
the Bears fell to Western Kentucky 70-64.
Jones grabbed a game-high 16 rebounds,
eight offensive, and scored 15 points for
her first double-double this season. The
Kathleen, Georgia, native also dished out
two assists and had two steals in the season
opener.

Three days later, the senior forward got her
second double-double, going 8-for-12 from
the field, tallying 20 points and 13 rebounds
in a 70-62 victory in the Bears"home opener
against FAU. Jones also blocked a shot in
the fourth quarter to help seal the game.
Against Clemson on Sunday, which was a
90-66 setback for Mercer, Jones scored eight
points and grabbed three rebounds.

- Samford sits atop the standings after one week of
play with a 2-0 record. ETSU the preseason SoCon
favorite, is 1-1 after playing Kentucky in the season
opener and Lafayette in the Bucs’home opener.

- Furman'’s Pierre Curtis got his first career win
on Nov. 7 as the Paladins topped UNC Asheville in
their season opener.

« Mercer won its lone game last week versusFlorida
Atlantic following a double-double performance from
tranfer forward Stacie Jones. Jones scored 20 points
and grabbed 13 rebounds for the Bears that game.

«Jones had two double-doubles in her first two games
this season which led to her being names SoCon Play-
er of the Week.

+ Rachael Rose, the Preseason Player of the Year,
started strong with a 24-point performance against
ACC foe Wake Forrest in Wofford’s season opener. The
junior guard then scored 12 points in 21 minutes of
playing time against Erskine and 21 points against
UNC Wilmington.

» Raven Thompson, the 2022-23 Freshman of the
Year scored 53 points over 3 games last week with
16 points in the Mocs win against King's University,
20 points against Austin Peay, and 17 points against
Marshall.

- Collectively, the league returns 19 of 40 starters
from last season. No one brings back all five starters,
however ETSU has four starters back while Furman,
UNCG, and Wofford each return three starters.
