• The Chattanooga Mocs defeated Wofford, 63-53, in 
the 2023 Ingles Southern Conference Championship 
games to claim their 19th SoCon title overall, the first 
since 2017. Chattanooga is 20-12 overall and 9-5 in 
SoCon play.

• The Mocs won seven games a season ago and under 
first-year coach Shawn Poppie have made a 13-game 
improvement in the win column from 2021-22.

• Chattanooga defeated each SoCon opponent at least 
once in the regular season or conference tournament.

• Chattanooga forward Raven Thompson, the 2022-23 
SoCon Freshman of the Year, was the tournament’s 
most outstanding player. The Atlanta, Georgia, native 
averaged 19.7 points and 10.7 rebounds per game 
during the SoCon tournament.

• Mocs guards Addie Porter and Yazz Wazeerud-Din 
were on the all-tournament first team, while forward 
Abbey Cornelius was on the second team.

• Chattanooga received votes in the CollegeInsider.
com Mid-Major Top 25 last week for the first time this 
season.

• The Mocs have the SoCon’s best scoring defense as 
the Mocs allow just 54.7 points per game, which is 
16th in the nation.

• Chattanooga’s game on Friday at Virginia Tech will be 
the 16th time the Mocs play in the NCAA Tournament. 
The last time the program was in the Big Dance, the 
Mocs fell 82-62 to Louisville on March 18, 2017.

• Wofford, the SoCon Championship runner-up, will 
continue its season in the WNIT on Thursday at Florida. 
The Terriers will be playing in the WNIT for the second 
straight season after facing Middle Tennessee in the 
tournament a season ago.

• The Terriers were an automiatic bid into the WNIT by 
virtue of their regular-season crown.

• Wofford guard Rachael Rose, the 2022-23 Coaches 
SoCon Player of the Year, was voted first-team all-tour-
nament, while Jackie Carman, Lilly Hatton and Helen 
Matthews were named to the second team.

• Jimmy Garrity, Wofford’s head coach, was voted 
league’s coach of the year by the media after leading 
the Terriers to their first conference championship in a 
women’s sport in school history.

• ETSU will also participate in postseason play as the 
Buccaneers play in the WBI in Lexington, Kentucky, 
from March 17-19. The team will play FIU on Friday to 
begin the event.

• ETSU’s Brenda Mock Brown was voted SoCon Coach 
of the Year by the league’s coaches in her first season 
with the Buccaneers.

ASHEVILLE, N.C. – An emphatic second and third 
quarter helped power Chattanooga past Wofford, 
63-53, as the Mocs ran away in the title game of 
the 2023 Ingles Southern Conference Women’s 
Basketball Championship at Harrah’s Cherokee 

Center – Asheville.
 

Wofford hit five of its first baskets from long 
range to surge out to an early 17-7 lead over 
Chattanooga and carried an eight-point lead 
after the opening 10 minutes of play. Helen 

Matthews accounted for nearly half of the Ter-
riers’ first-quarter point total with eight points. 
The Mocs came out a much-improved team in 

the second quarter, hitting their next two shots 
to cut the deficit to three. Wofford responded 
to push its lead back out to six before the tide 

began to turn in Chattanooga’s favor. The Mocs 
put together a 10-2 run to close the half with a 

two-point advantage. Chattanooga guard Addie 
Porter led the charge with 12 points, with all four 

of her baskets coming from downtown.
 

Chattanooga came out of the break firing, as the 
Mocs opened a 13-point advantage in the third 
quarter. Yazz Wazeerud-Din found her rhythm, 

piling on nine points as all five of Chattanooga’s 
starters played the entire 10 minutes of the 

quarter. Wofford began to fight back, cutting the 
deficit down to seven midway through the half, 
but the Mocs had an answer at every step, lead-

ing by as much as 14 in the fourth quarter. Raven 
Thompson played an integral role in the Mocs’ 

second-half effort, scoring 13 points and pulling 
down seven boards.

 
Thompson nearly had her third double-double 

of the tournament, pouring in 19 points and 
grabbing nine rebounds. Thompson was selected 
as the Most Outstanding Player of the Southern 

Conference tournament after averaging 19.6 
points and 10.6 rebounds per game. Wazeerud-

Din matched Thompson’s 13 points in the second 
half, finishing with 16 points. Porter notched a 
double-double of 13 points and 10 rebounds.

 
Matthews led the Terriers with a career-best 25 
points and Rachael Rose was the other double-

digit scorer at 15 points, with 10 of those coming 
in the final quarter. Wofford sprinted out of the 

gates to take the early lead but was outscored 40-
19 in the second and third quarters, which would 

prove to be the difference.
