The Bulldogs 
host Wofford on Saturday.

Wofford topped Charleston Southern (15-
14), while Chattanooga raced past Weber 
State (45-14) in the fi rst round.

Saturday’s game between The Citadel and 
Wofford marks the fi rst time two confer-
ence teams have met in the playoffs since 
Georgia Southern topped Wofford (23-20) 
in 2010.

The Mocs have won at least one playoff 
game in each of the past three years.

The Southern Conference has three teams 
in the fi nal 16 of the FCS playoffs.  League 
teams are 46-25 in the round of 16.
