• All eight conference teams concluded the regular 
season last Saturday.

• Wofford claimed the first regular-season title for any 
women’s progam in the school’s history after defeat-
ing Samford and Mercer to end the season.

• Mercer’s Amoria Neal-Tysor won player of the week 
for the second time this season after averaging 34.5 
points per game last week. The graduate guard had 
42 at Furman on Feb. 23, which is the highest scoring 
game in the SoCon this season.

• Wofford received 10 votes in the CollegeInsider.com 
Mid-Major Top 25 this week. The Terriers are ranked 
second in the nation in fewest turnovers per game 
(10.1).

• Samford guard Andrea Bailey was named first-team 
all-SoCon for the third straight year. Bailey was voted 
the player of the year by the media.

• SoCon teams went 41-13 at home, 19-36 on the road 
and 3-5 in neutral site games for a total record of 63-54 
in nonconference games.

•Wofford guard Rachael Rose was voted player of the 
year by the league’s coaches. Rose is in the top five in 
the league in points per game (17.0), field goal per-
centage (.512), assists per game (4.3), steals per game 
(1.8), 3-point field-goal percentage (.402) and assist/
turnover ratio (2.1).

• Mercer’s Summah Evans was voted defensive player 
of the year. This was the fourth consecutive year that 
a member of the Bears won the award. The previous 
three were all won by Shannon Titus.

• Chattanooga forward Raven Thompson was the only 
consensus award winner for both the coaches and the 
media, winning freshman of the year honors.

• ETSU’s Brenda Mock Brown was voted coach of the 
year by the league’s coaches, while Wofford’s Jimmy 
Garrity was voted coach of the year by the media. 
Mock led the Buccaneers to 22 wins in her first year 
at the helm after the team won just six a season ago. 
Garrity, in his seventh season with the Terriers, led the 
progam to its highest win total in school history.

• Four of the five first-team all-conference players 
are transfers (ETSU’s Jiselle Thomas, Samford’s Bai-
ley, Chattanooga’s Yazz Wazeerud-Din and Wofford’s 
Rose).

• Western Carolina guard Kyla Allison returned the 
court after missing all of 2021-22 and was named the 
Ann Lashley Inspiration Award recipient, second-team 
all-SoCon by the coaches and third-team by the media

• ETSU’s Kendall Folley was named second-team all-
conference and to the all-defensive team.

• UNCG center Khalis Cain is ranked sixth in the NCAA 
in offensive rebounds per game (4.6). Cain led the 
conference in rebounds per game (9.1) and blocks per 
game (1.3).

SPARTANBURG, S.C. – Mercer’s Amoria Neal-Tysor 
has been named Southern Conference Women’s 
Basketball Player of the Week for games played 
Feb. 21-27 after averaging 34.5 points per game 
last week. The award is selected by the league 

office.
 

Neal-Tysor, who also won the honor on Dec. 20, 
began her week scoring a career-high 42 points 
for Mercer as the Bears defeated Furman, 88-69, 
on Thursday. The native of Sanford, North Caro-

lina, also had three assists and a block against the 
Paladins. Neal-Tysor went 14-for-24 (.583) from 

the field, including 5-for-8 (.625) from beyond the 
arc, and 9-for-11 (.818) from the free-throw line. 

The graduate guard’s 42 points were the first time 
any SoCon player has scored 40-plus points in a 
game since ETSU’s Erica Haynes-Overton had 41 
on Nov. 5, 2019, against Tennessee. Neal-Tysor’s 

scoring performance was also just six points away 
from tying the conference’s single-game record 

of 48.
 

Two days later, Neal-Tysor had a game-high 27 
points as the Bears fell to Wofford 82-76. Neal-

Tysor had six rebounds, four assists and a block at 
Wofford, while shooting 9-for-22 (.409) from the 

floor, connecting on five shots from 3-point range 
and making all four of her free-throw attempts.
