No. 12 seed UNCG at No. 5 seed Stanford, 5 p.m. CT / 8 p.m. ET (ESPN+)

NOTES

• Southern Conference champion UNCG con-
tinues NCAA Men’s Soccer Championship play 
Sunday when it visits No. 5 seed Stanford for a 
third-round contest.

• The Spartans, who are the No. 12 seed in 
the tournament, advanced past Ohio State in 
penalty kicks in the second round on Nov. 20. 
After playing to a 1-1 draw through regulation 
and two overtime periods, UNCG outlasted the 
Buckeyes 6-5 in PKs. After keeper Isaac Briner 
stopped OSU’s seventh attempt, freshman 
Maddox Mallery converted his kick to send 
the Spartans through to the third round for the 
fourth time in program history.

• Ismail El Harchi scored his team-best 10th goal 
of the season in regulation, one-timing a Maycol 
Reyes pass home in the 77th minute. Marco 
Afonso also picked up an assist on the play.

• UNCG moved to 8-9-2 overall in NCAA Division 
I tournament play.

• UNCG is 13-1-5 overall and went 4-0-1 in So-
Con play, claiming SoCon regular-season and 
tournament titles. The Spartans’ SoCon tour-
nament title was their second in three seasons 
and fi fth overall.

• UNCG, which is in the NCAA DI tournament for 
the 12th time, is ranked No. 7 nationally in the 
United Soccer Coaches’ Top 25 and the College 
Soccer News Men’s Top 30. The Spartans are No. 
6 in the TopDrawerSoccer poll.

• Stanford is ranked fi fth in the United Soccer 
Coaches and College Soccer News polls and 
third in the TopDrawerSoccer poll.

• UNCG and Stanford will be meeting in men’s 
soccer for the fi rst time.

• Stanford (12-2-4, 4-2-4 Pac-12) will be hosting 
its second straight team from the North Carolina 
Triad. The Cardinal downed Big South Confer-
ence tournament champion High Point in the 
NCAA second round on Nov. 20, 6-2.

• The Cardinal matched a program record for 
goals in an NCAA tournament match, with Carlo 
Agostinelli scoring a brace and assisting on two 
other goals to earn spots on the College Soccer 
News National Team of the Week and the Top 
Drawer Soccer National Team of the Week. He 
was named the national player of the week by 
College Soccer News.

• Stanford defender Keegan Hughes was named 
the Pac-12 Conference Defensive Player of the 
Year and was joined on the all-conference fi rst 
team by teammate Cam Cilley, a midfi elder. 
Defender Keegan Tingey was a second-team 
selection, while midfielder Shane de Flores 
earned honorable mention.

• Stanford, in the NCAA fi eld for the 20th time, 
won three straight national titles from 2015-17.
