The Southern Conference placed a league-best four teams in postseason tourna-
ments for 2009.  Chatt anooga earned the league’s automatic bid to the NCAA 
Tournament.  The SoCon has made 63 appearances in the NCAA Tournament and 
owns an overall record of 31-67 in the Big Dance.   

The Mocs made their 10th appearance in the NCAA Tournament.  Chat-• 
tanooga fell to Wake Forest (70-54) in the fi rst round of the New Mexico Re-
gional in 2005 before falling to UConn on Thursday.

Davidson is making its fi ft h appearance in the National Invitational Tour-• 
nament (NIT).  The Wildcats are 3-4 all-time in the NIT and advanced to the 
third round in their most recent trip in 2005.

College of Charleston defeated Troy in the fi rst round of the College Bas-• 
ketball Invitational.  It is the eighth postseason appearance for CofC.

The Citadel fell to Old Dominion in the inaugural CollegeInsider.com Post-• 
season Tournament.

Davidson junior guard Stephen Curry scored 20 points against College of Charles-
ton in the semifi nals of the conference tournament to become the league’s all-time 
leading scorer.  Curry poured in 43 points against Appalachian State in the quar-
terfi nals before passing Skip Henderson’s (1983-88) career scoring mark of 2,574. 
Curry now has 2,609 career points in three years with the Wildcats.

Curry also owns the league record for made three pointers in a career with • 
410 triples.

All 12 members of 
the Southern Conference took part in the 
conference tournament.  The Chatt anooga 
Mocs, the top seed in the North Division, 
came away with the tournament crown, top-
ping College of Charleston in the fi nal, 80-
69.  It was Chatt anooga’s 10th tournament 
championship.

The oldest league tournament in the nation, 
the fi rst tournament was held in 1922 and 
2009 marked the 88th year of the post-season 
classic.
