Big Ten Football Media Days
Each year, prior to the start of the football season, the Big Ten conducts its an-
nual Football Media Days and Kickoff  Luncheon presented by Allstate and BMW. 
The 2014 Big Ten Football Media Days and 43rd annual Kickoff  Luncheon will 
be held at the Hilton Chicago from July 28-29. As in the past, all Big Ten head 
coaches and mulƟ ple players from each team will be available for interviews over 
this two-day period.

Big Ten Football Championship Game

The Big Ten will 
conduct a media teleconference with the two parƟ cipaƟ ng head coaches on 
Sunday, Nov. 30. Another media teleconference with select student-athletes from 
each school will be held on Monday, Dec. 1. A press conference featuring both 
parƟ cipaƟ ng head coaches will be held at Lucas Oil Stadium on Friday, Dec. 5.

Weekly Awards
Big Ten Football Players of the Week are selected in four categories: off ensive, 
defensive, special teams and freshman. Award winners are chosen by a vote of 
the Big Ten CommunicaƟ ons staff  from nominaƟ ons supplied by the schools’ 
communicaƟ ons offi  ces. The Big Ten offi  ce will announce weekly football award 
winners on Mondays. 

Postseason Awards
In football, coaches and a media panel choose All-Conference teams (first, second 
and honorable mention). The Big Ten will also hand out 19 individual awards 
based on votes from coaches, media and administrators. A full list of the awards 
can be found on Page 7 of the media guide. The Big Ten Medal of Honor is award-
ed to one male and female student-athlete from each graduating class and recog-
nizes both academic and athletic success. The Big Ten also names one 
Sportsmanship Award honoree from each institution. These student-athletes 
become candidates for the Big Ten Outstanding Sportsmanship Award, as the con-
ference honors one male and one female student-athlete from each institution at 
the end of the school year. Academic All-Big Ten teams are named for every sport. 
The teams are composed of all leƩ erwinners who are in at least their second aca-
demic year at their insƟ tuƟ on and carry a cumulaƟ ve grade-point average (GPA) of 
3.0 or higher. The conference office also presents the Distinguished Scholar Award 
at the end of each academic year. Student-athletes eligible for the Distinguished 
Scholar Award must be letterwinners in at least their second year in residence at 
their institution. Qualifying student-athletes must have earned a GPA of 3.7 or 
higher for the current academic year, excluding summer school.
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Known as one of intercollegiate sports’ most 
successful undertakings, the Big Ten is home to 
a lineage of legendary names and an ongoing 
tradiƟ on of developing strong leaders. Even in its 
infancy, the conference established itself as the 
preeminent collecƟ on of insƟ tuƟ ons in the naƟ on, 
where the pursuit of academic excellence prevailed 
as the defi niƟ ve goal.

The history of the Big Ten traces back nearly 120 
years to the Palmer House hotel in Chicago, where on January 11, 1895, then-
Purdue president James H. Smart and leaders from the University of Chicago, 
University of Illinois, University of Michigan, University of Minnesota, North-
western University and University of Wisconsin set out to organize and develop 
principles for the regulaƟ on of intercollegiate athleƟ cs.

At that meeƟ ng, a blueprint for the administraƟ on of college athleƟ cs under the 
direcƟ on of appointed faculty representaƟ ves was outlined. The presidents’ fi rst 
known acƟ on “restricted eligibility for athleƟ cs to bonafi de, full-Ɵ me students 
who were not delinquent in their studies.” That important legislaƟ on, along with 
other legislaƟ on that would follow in the coming years, served as the primary 
building block for amateur intercollegiate athleƟ cs.

On February 8, 1896, one faculty member from each of those seven universiƟ es 
met at the same Palmer House and offi  cially established the mechanics of the 
conference, which was offi  cially incorporated as the “Intercollegiate Conference 
AthleƟ c AssociaƟ on” in 1905.

Indiana University and the State University of Iowa became the eighth and ninth 
members in 1899. In 1908, Michigan briefl y withdrew its membership, and in 
1912 Ohio State University joined the conference, bringing its membership total 
back to nine. Upon Michigan’s return in 1917, the conference was fi rst referred to 
as the “Big Ten” by media members, and that name was eventually incorporated 
in 1987. 

As the 1900s opened, faculty representaƟ ves established rules for intercollegiate 
athleƟ cs that were novel for the Ɵ me. As early as 1904, the faculty approved 
legislaƟ on that required eligible athletes to meet entrance requirements and to 
have completed a full year’s work, along with having one year of residence. 

In 1901, the fi rst Big Ten Championship event was staged when the outdoor track 
and fi eld championships were held at the University of Chicago. The debut event 
marked what is now a staple of conference compeƟ Ɵ on. Today, the Big Ten spon-
sors 28 sports, 14 for men and 14 for women, including the debut of men’s and 
women’s lacrosse this academic year, furthering the conference’s commitment to 
broad-based programming and providing opportuniƟ es to more student-athletes 
than any conference in the country.

One of the conference’s proudest tradiƟ ons began in 1902 when Michigan took 
on Stanford in the Rose Bowl, the naƟ on’s fi rst bowl game. Big Ten teams only 
appeared in Pasadena twice before the conference signed an exclusive contract 
with the Tournament of Roses in 1946, making it the fi rst bowl game with per-
manent conference affi  liaƟ ons. But Michigan’s appearance in 1902 culƟ vated a 
relaƟ onship that has endured for more than a century. In January 2014, Michigan 
State defeated Stanford in the 100th Rose Bowl Game.

Coupling the academic goals set forth by the leaders of the charter members 
of the conference and their steadfast commitment to athleƟ cs, the conference 
insƟ tuted the Big Ten Medal of Honor in 1915. It is awarded annually by each 
conference insƟ tuƟ on to a student of the graduaƟ ng class who has aƩ ained the 
greatest profi ciency in scholarship and athleƟ cs. It is the most presƟ gious honor 
a conference student-athlete can receive and in 2014, the conference celebrated 
its 100th anniversary.

In 1922, Major John L. Griffi  th became the conference’s fi rst “Commissioner of 
AthleƟ cs.” Griffi  th was the fi rst of fi ve men to assume the role of commissioner in 
the conference’s history, followed by Kenneth L. “Tug” Wilson in 1945, Bill Reed 
in 1961, Wayne Duke in 1971 and current commissioner James E. Delany in 1989.

AŌ er nearly 30 years as a 10-member conference, the conference consolidated 
to a nine-school league when the University of Chicago formally withdrew its 
membership in 1946. Michigan State College (now Michigan State University) was 
added to the Big Ten three years later, bringing the number of affi  liated confer-
ence schools to 10 once again.

In 1955, the Big Ten formulated a revenue-sharing model designed to pool all 
football television rights of its members and share those proceeds equally. The 
conference and its members conƟ nue to uƟ lize a revenue-sharing model, dividing 
media rights, bowl payouts and other profi ts among all conference insƟ tuƟ ons.

In one of Duke’s fi rst acƟ ons as commissioner, 
he oversaw the adopƟ on of the Big Ten Advisory 
Commission in 1972, designed to study conference 
programs and make suggesƟ ons which would fur-
ther Big Ten objecƟ ves. The Advisory Commission 
enlists former student-athletes to serve as liaisons 
to the NCAA’s Diversity and Inclusion Department, 
the Big Ten Student-Athlete Advisory Commission 
and other organizaƟ ons.

In 1981, the conference presidents and chancellors endorsed a proposal that 
enabled universiƟ es to affi  liate their women’s intercollegiate programs with the 
conference, and the fi rst conference championships for women were staged that 
fall. The Big Ten was the fi rst conference to voluntarily adopt male and female 
parƟ cipaƟ on goals aŌ er launching its Gender Equity AcƟ on Plan in 1992.

In December of 1989, the conference agreed in principle to invite Pennsylvania State 
University for membership.  On June 4, 1990, the Council of Presidents offi  cially 
voted to integrate Penn State into the conference, giving the Big Ten 11 members.

In 2004, the Big Ten implemented a pilot program of instant replay for college 
football. Following the season, the conference forwarded replay proposals to the 
NCAA regarding the future use of instant replay, where it approved country-wide 
tesƟ ng in 2005. In 2006, the NCAA approved the use of instant replay for all 
conferences.

In 2006, Commissioner Delany announced the creaƟ on of the fi rst conference-
owned television network, a 20-year agreement with Fox Cable Networks to 
create what would become the Big Ten Network (BTN). BTN launched on August 
30, 2007, and will be in 60 million homes by the start of the 2014 football season. 
BTN is carried by all major cable, satellite and telco providers, as well as more 
than 300 cable operators across the United States and Canada. BTN2Go is the 
network’s 24/7 simulcast available on smartphones, tablets and the internet that 
also allows internaƟ onal fans to access BTN.

On June 11, 2010, the Big Ten Council of Presidents/Chancellors (COP/C) 
approved a formal membership applicaƟ on by the University of Nebraska, 
expanding the conference to 12 insƟ tuƟ ons. Nebraska offi  cially joined the Big Ten 
Conference on July 1, 2011.

The conference expanded its footprint further in 2012 when the COP/C approved 
formal membership applicaƟ ons from the University of Maryland and Rutgers 
University on November 19 and 20, respecƟ vely. Maryland and Rutgers became 
offi  cial Big Ten members on July 1, 2014, giving the conference almost 9,500 
student-athletes and more than 11,000 parƟ cipaƟ on opportuniƟ es on 350 teams 
in 42 diff erent sports.

On June 3, 2013, the Big Ten announced that Johns Hopkins University had been 
accepted as the conference’s fi rst sport affi  liate member. Johns Hopkins’ addiƟ on 
in men’s lacrosse gives the Big Ten six insƟ tuƟ ons sponsoring the sport, allowing 
the debut of men’s lacrosse as an offi  cial conference sport and building on the 
Big Ten’s tradiƟ on of broad-based sports compeƟ Ɵ on.

In the fall of 2013, the Big Ten opened a new conference headquarters and meet-
ing center in Rosemont, Ill. The newly constructed building is located 10 minutes 
from O’Hare Airport and has been designed to fully service the needs of nearly 200 
meeƟ ngs annually for Big Ten and CommiƩ ee on InsƟ tuƟ onal CooperaƟ on (CIC) 
related commiƩ ees and coaches groups. The new headquarters also features an 
interacƟ ve digital museum - the Big Ten Experience – which opened to the public 
on June 7, 2014, and brings the conference’s storied academic and athleƟ c history 
to life. For more informaƟ on, on the Big Ten Experience, go to bigten.org.

In June 2014, the Big Ten opened a second offi  ce in New York City, featuring both 
offi  ce and meeƟ ng space in Midtown ManhaƩ an. Three Big Ten staff  members 
are based in the New York City offi  ce to provide expanded coverage and service, 
while other conference and insƟ tuƟ onal administrators will uƟ lize the space as 
necessary when conducƟ ng business on the East Coast. The Big Ten and its mem-
ber insƟ tuƟ ons also have access to satellite offi  ce space in Washington, D.C. 

Delany and his staff  work to meet the educaƟ onal needs of student-athletes to 
allow them to excel in both academics and athleƟ cs. The conference offi  ce man-
ages 28 diff erent championships and tournaments, off ers legislaƟ ve and compli-
ance services, oversees the producƟ on and distribuƟ on of more than 1,200 
events annually, provides staff  services to coaching and administraƟ ve personnel 
and services media and fans interest for informaƟ on on the Big Ten Conference.

Nearly 120 years aŌ er its incepƟ on, the Big Ten remains a naƟ onal leader in inter-
collegiate athleƟ cs on and off  the fi eld. Big Ten programs have combined to win 
more than 300 team and nearly 1,700 individual NCAA Championships, consistent-
ly taking home individual honors for athleƟ c and academic accomplishments and 
fulfi lling the Big Ten’s mission of academic achievement and athleƟ c success.

BIG TEN CONFERENCE HISTORY
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COMMISSIONER JAMES E. DELANY
Only the Big Ten’s fi Ō h commissioner since its 
founding in 1896, James E. Delany enters his 
26th year with the conference. He has led the 
Big Ten through signifi cant periods of growth 
that have helped the conference maintain its 
preeminent posiƟ on as one of the naƟ on’s 
leaders in providing quality academic and ath-
leƟ c experiences for young men and women.

The Big Ten has grown to 14 member insƟ tu-
Ɵ ons during Delany’s tenure, including the 
addiƟ ons of Penn State in June 1991, Nebraska 
in July 2011 and Maryland and Rutgers in July 
2014. With the conference’s footprint now 

stretching from the Colorado border to the AtlanƟ c Ocean and more than fi ve 
million alumni across the country, Delany has focused on strengthening tradi-
Ɵ onal relaƟ onships while building a presence in a new region.

In October 2013, the Big Ten moved to a new headquarters and meeƟ ng center 
in Rosemont, Ill. In April 2014, the conference announced it would open a second 
offi  ce in New York City and secured satellite offi  ce space in Washington, D.C. 
Throughout the summer of 2014, the Big Ten unveiled future basketball tourna-
ment sites in Chicago and Indianapolis, along with an East Coast desƟ naƟ on 
in Washington, D.C. In May, the Big Ten Baseball Tournament set aƩ endance 
records in Omaha, Neb., while the inaugural Big Ten Hockey Tournament was 
held in Saint Paul, Minn., in March and will be played in Detroit, Mich., next year. 
In addiƟ on, the Big Ten will take part in the largest and most diverse postseason 
football lineup in conference history beginning in 2014-15, with 12 diff erent bowl 
partners spread across the country.

Under Delany’s guidance, the Big Ten has been a naƟ onal leader in broad-based 
programming, student-athlete welfare, gender equity and innovaƟ on. The Big Ten 
administers nearly $200 million in direct fi nancial aid to almost 9,500 student-
athletes for more than 11,000 parƟ cipaƟ on opportuniƟ es on 350 teams in 42 
diff erent sports. The Big Ten debuted men’s ice hockey last year, and men’s and 
women’s lacrosse begins compeƟ Ɵ on during the 2014-15 academic year, with 
Johns Hopkins University joining as the conference’s fi rst sport affi  liate member 
for men’s lacrosse in July 2014. The Big Ten now sponsors 28 offi  cial sports, more 
than every conference but the Ivy League.

Under Delany, the Big Ten has been a champion for Title IX. The conference was 
the fi rst to voluntarily adopt parƟ cipaƟ on goals for female student-athletes as 
the Big Ten iniƟ ated the Gender Equity AcƟ on Plan in 1992. The Big Ten leads all 
conferences with more than 4,300 female student-athletes and features nearly 
500 televised or streamed women’s athleƟ c events. Big Ten women’s teams have 
claimed more than 110 NCAA Ɵ tles.
 

The Big Ten also developed the fi rst collegiate football version of instant replay, 
which was implemented during the 2004 season. The conference has applied 
numerous iniƟ aƟ ves under Delany’s leadership, including Sportsmanship Awards 
beginning in 2003 and Postgraduate Scholarships starƟ ng with the 2012-13 
academic year. In the summer of 2012, the Big Ten announced a partnership with 
the Ivy League to study the eff ects of head injuries in sports.

The Big Ten has seen unprecedented levels of naƟ onal television coverage dur-
ing Delany’s tenure, highlighted by the creaƟ on of the Big Ten Network (BTN). 
Launched in August 2007 as a joint-venture with FOX, BTN was the fi rst naƟ onal 
conference-owned television network. Delany has also negoƟ ated media agree-
ments with ABC, CBS Sports, ESPN and NBC Sports Network, while FOX serves 
as the offi  cial broadcast partner of the 2011-16 Big Ten Football Championship 
Games. Through these agreements, more than 1,200 events are produced and 
distributed annually.

Delany has seen teams from 25 diff erent sports win naƟ onal championships, 
with seven claiming naƟ onal Ɵ tles during the 2013-14 academic year. The top 10 
single-season football aƩ endance records have been established in his tenure, 
while men’s basketball has led the country in aƩ endance for the last 38 seasons 
through the 2013-14 campaign. Each year more than 10 million patrons aƩ end Big 
Ten home contests, as the conference leads the naƟ on in aƩ endance for hockey, 
volleyball and wrestling in addiƟ on to men’s basketball. The Big Ten has also added 
tournaments for men’s and women’s basketball, men’s ice hockey and men’s and 
women’s lacrosse, as well as challenge series with various conferences.

Delany and the Big Ten have been acƟ ve in the community, creaƟ ng the school 
outreach program SCORE (Success Comes Out of Reading Everyday). For the 
last 25 years, the conference has partnered with Chicago elementary schools to 
improve reading performance. The Big Ten has also established numerous com-
munity programs surrounding its men’s and women’s basketball tournaments 
and football championship game. 

The 66-year old Delany is a naƟ ve of South Orange, N.J. He received his under-
graduate degree in poliƟ cal science from the University of North Carolina in 1970 
and juris doctorate degree from the University of North Carolina School of Law in 
1973.  At UNC, Delany was a three-year member of the varsity basketball team, 
serving as tri-captain in 1970 and twice parƟ cipaƟ ng in NCAA Final Four compeƟ -
Ɵ on. In September 2012, Delany received the UNC DisƟ nguished Alumni Award.

AŌ er earning his law degree, Delany served as counsel for the North Carolina 
Senate Judiciary CommiƩ ee from 1973 to 1974, and was staff  aƩ orney for the 
North Carolina JusƟ ce Department from 1974 to 1975.

Delany’s disƟ nguished career in administering intercollegiate athleƟ cs began at the 
NCAA where he was employed as an enforcement representaƟ ve from 1975-79. 
For the next decade, he served as commissioner of the Ohio Valley Conference.

The 2014 Big Ten Football Championship Game will kick off  from Lucas Oil Stadium in 
Indianapolis at 8:17 p.m. ET on December 6, 2014.

The winner of the East Division will meet the winner of the West Division, with the 
game’s victor earning the Big Ten Championship and a chance to play in one of the 
six bowls that comprise the College Football Playoff , including the Rose Bowl Game.

FOX will serve as the offi  cial broadcast partner of the Big Ten Football Championship 
Games through 2016, and Lucas Oil Stadium will host the Ɵ tle games through 2021.

Tickets for the 2014 Big Ten Football Championship Game will go on sale Saturday, 
August 2 at Noon ET.

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The Big Ten will continue to honor its past 
while recognizing its current standouts at the 
conclusion of the 2014 campaign. The Big 
Ten’s enhanced football awards program pres-
ents 18 individual trophies in addition to the 
Big Ten Championship trophy, bearing the 
names of one or two former standouts. The 
distinguished names on these football awards 
honor just a small sampling of the countless 
student-athletes and coaches who have con-
tributed to the conference’s rich and storied 
history.  

Seventeen of the honors will be awarded 
immediately following the regular season, 
including awards for the best quarterback, 
running back, receiver, tight end, offensive 
lineman, defensive lineman, linebacker, defen-
sive back, kicker and punter. Each of these 
individual position awards features the names 
of two former student-athletes.

The Big Ten will also continue to honor the 
conference’s top coaches, offensive and 
defensive players and linemen and freshmen 
with end-of-year trophies. Big Ten coaches 
have the opportunity to claim two awards. 
Media voters will select the Dave McClain 
Coach of the Year, which has been awarded 
since 1972, while coaches vote for the Hayes-
Schembechler Coach of the Year award. The 
top offensive player will receive the Graham-
George Offensive Player of the Year award, 
the best defensive player will be awarded the 
Nagurski-Woodson Defensive Player of the 
Year award and the best first-year standout 
will receive the Thompson-Randle El 
Freshman of the Year award. 

The winner of the Big Ten Football 
Championship Game will receive the Amos 
Alonzo Stagg Championship Trophy, while the 
most outstanding player in the game will be 
awarded the Grange-Griffin Championship 
Game MVP award. The conference also creat-
ed two postcollegiate awards - the Ford-
Kinnick Leadership Award and the Dungy-
Thompson Humanitarian Award.

University presidents and chancellors from all 10 conferences and Notre Dame form the Board of Managers and gov-
ern the administraƟ ve operaƟ ons, with commissioners (the Management CommiƩ ee) managing the event with guidance from 
an advisory group of athleƟ cs directors. A small staff  in the playoff  offi  ce in Irving, Texas, carries out the detailed responsibiliƟ es. 

SELECTION COMMITTEE
A talented group of high-integrity individuals with experience as coaches, student-athletes, collegiate administrators and journalists, 
along with siƫ  ng athleƟ cs directors, comprise the selecƟ on commiƩ ee. The group will create rankings seven Ɵ mes each year. The 
members of the selecƟ on commiƩ ee are: Jeff  Long (chair), Barry Alvarez, Mike Gould, Pat Haden, Tom Jernstedt, Oliver Luck, Archie 
Manning, Tom Osborne, Dan Radakovich, Condoleezza Rice, Mike Tranghese, Steve Wieberg and Tyrone Willingham. 

SELECTION COMMITTEE RESPONSIBILITIES
• Select the top four teams for the playoff , rank and assign them to semifi nals sites.
• Rank the next group of teams to play in other New Year’s bowls.
• Select the highest-ranking champion from the fi ve conferences without New Year’s bowl contracts.
• Assign teams to New Year’s bowls
 • Create compeƟ Ɵ ve matchups
 • AƩ empt to avoid rematches of regular-season games and repeat appearances
 • Consider geography

PARTICIPANTS IN THE NEW YEAR’S BOWLS
Both parƟ cipants in the Orange, Rose and Sugar Bowls are contracted outside the playoff  arrangement (Big Ten and Pac-12 to Rose 
Bowl; SEC and Big 12 to Sugar Bowl: ACC to Orange Bowl against the highest ranked available team from the SEC, Big Ten and Notre 
Dame). If a conference champion qualifi es for the playoff , then the bowl will choose a replacement from that conference. When those 
bowls host the semifi nals and their contracted conference champions do not qualify, then the displaced champion(s) will play in other 
New Year’s bowls. The Fiesta, CoƩ on and Peach Bowls will host displaced conference champions and the top-ranked champion from a 
non-contract conference. The highest-ranked available teams will fi ll any other berths. The SelecƟ on CommiƩ ee will make the pairings.

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AŌ er celebraƟ ng its 100th game last 
season, the Rose Bowl Game embarks on a 
new era as part of the College Football Play-
off . The Tournament of Roses experience 
on New Year’s Day remains a Ɵ me-honored 
tradiƟ on, from the imaginaƟ on and spec-
tacle of the Rose Parade seen by 84 million 
people in 174 countries across the world to 
the picturesque second-half sunset on the 
San Gabriel Mountains during the game.

The 2015 Rose Bowl Game presented by 
Northwestern Mutual will be held on Jan. 
1 in Pasadena, Calif., with ESPN televising 

the game at its tradiƟ onal 5:10 p.m. ET Ɵ me slot. The Rose Bowl Game will serve 
as one of two College Football Playoff  Semifi nals this season, with the winner 
meeƟ ng the victor of the Sugar Bowl in the College Football Playoff  NaƟ onal 
Championship on Jan. 12 in Arlington, Texas.

With the debut of the College Football Playoff , the Big Ten and Pac-12 Confer-
ences maintain their longstanding connecƟ on to the Rose Bowl Game. In 2012, 
the Tournament of Roses, Big Ten and Pac-12 announced a 12-year extension 
through 2026.  When the Rose Bowl Game hosts a College Football Playoff  Semi-
fi nal, a Big Ten and/or Pac-12 program could play in Pasadena if ranked No. 1, 2, 
3 or 4 in the fi nal College Football Playoff  rankings. Otherwise, the Big Ten and/
or Pac-12 representaƟ ve would play in one of the other bowls that comprise the 
College Football Playoff  (Fiesta, Orange, Sugar, CoƩ on and Peach bowls). In years 
that Pasadena does not serve as a College Football Playoff  Semifi nal site, the 
Rose Bowl Game will host the champions of the Big Ten and Pac-12 Conferences, 
unless those teams appear among the top four in the fi nal ranking. If the Big Ten 
and/or Pac-12 champions appear among the top four, the Rose Bowl Game will 
choose a replacement from its partner conferences, ensuring a tradiƟ onal Big 
Ten-Pac-12 matchup in Rose Bowl Stadium. 

The Rose Bowl Game was the naƟ on’s fi rst bowl game, with Michigan earning a 
victory in the inaugural event in 1902, and has been a pioneer in college football 
history. The game became the fi rst sporƟ ng event to feature a coast-to-coast ra-

dio broadcast in 1927.  The Pacifi c Coast (now the Pac-12) and Western (Big Ten) 
Conferences, along with the Pasadena Tournament of Roses AssociaƟ on, agreed 
on November 19, 1946, to an exclusive Rose Bowl Game contract, becoming the 
fi rst bowl with permanent conference affi  liaƟ ons. 

The Rose Bowl Game was the fi rst college football game to be broadcast naƟ on-
ally in 1952 and the fi rst to be broadcast in color in 1962. It was also the fi rst 
game to be broadcast by satellite to Europe in 1968 and to the Far East in 1978. 
The union of the Big Ten and Pac-12 also led to soaring aƩ endance. Prior to 1947, 
the Rose Bowl Game drew a small number of sellout crowds. Every game since 
has been a sellout, and in 1950 became the fi rst postseason contest to surpass 
100,000 fans in aƩ endance. Since the pact was iniƟ ated in 1946, the Pac-12 holds 
a narrow 33-30 advantage.

The Rose Bowl Game and the Tournament of Roses have long provided a plat-
form for countless memorable moments for student-athletes, coaches and fans 
alike, and have been enduring models of passion, strength, tradiƟ on and honor. 
Over 100 games, the Rose Bowl Game has sustained its standard of excellence, 
living up to its nickname “The Granddaddy of Them All.”

Since 1869, there have been more than 30 selectors of naƟ onal champions using polls, historical research and mathemaƟ cal raƟ ng systems. Beginning in 1936, the 
Associated Press (AP) began the best-known and most widely circulated poll of sportswriters and broadcasters. Before 1936, naƟ onal champions were determined by 
historical research and retroacƟ ve raƟ ngs and polls. In addiƟ on, the naƟ onal champion was selected before bowl games as follows – AP (1936-64 and 1966-67), United 
Press InternaƟ onal (UPI; 1950-73), Football Writers AssociaƟ on of America (FWAA; 1954) and the NaƟ onal Football FoundaƟ on (NFF; 1959-70). In all other laƩ er-day 
polls, naƟ onal champions were selected aŌ er bowl games. From 1998-2013, naƟ onal champions were selected by the Bowl Championship Series (BCS), AP, FWAA, NFF 
and the USA Today coaches poll (previously managed by UPI from 1950-91, USA Today/CNN from 1992-96 and USA Today/ESPN from 1997-2004).

Current Big Ten teams have been named naƟ onal champions on 50 occasions.
