Weekly Awards

Big Ten Football Players of the Week are selected in four categories:
offensive, defensive, special teams and freshman. Award winners are
chosen by a vote of the Big Ten Communications staff from nominations
supplied by the schools’” communications offices. The Big Ten office will
announce weekly football award winners on Mondays.

Postseason Awards
In football, coaches and a media panel choose All-Conference teams (first,
second, third and honorable mention). The Big Ten will also hand out 19
individual awards based on votes from coaches, media and administrators.
A full list of the awards can be found on page 6 of this media guide. The Big
Ten Medal of Honor is awarded to one male and female student from each
graduating class and recognizes both academic and athletic success. The
Big Ten also names one Sportsmanship Award honoree from each
institution. These students become candidates for the Big Ten Outstanding
Sportsmanship Award, as the conference honors one male and one female
from each institution at the end of the school year. Academic All-Big Ten
teams are named for every sport. The teams are composed of all
letterwinners who are in at least their second academic year at their
institution and carry a cumulative grade-point average (GPA) of 3.0 or
higher. The conference office also presents the Distinguished Scholar
Award at the end of each academic year. Students eligible for the
Distinguished Scholar Award must be letterwinners in at least their second
year in residence at their institution. Qualifying students must have earned
a GPA of 3.7 or higher for the current academic year, excluding summer
school.
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COMMISSIONER TONY PETITTI

The Big Ten Conference Coun-
cil of Presidents and Chancellors
(COPC) voted unanimously on
April 11, 2023, to select Tony Pe-
titti as the seventh commissioner
in conference history. Commis-
sioner Petitti joins an esteemed
lineage of Big Ten Conference
Commissioners, beginning with
John Griffith (1922-45), Tug Wil-
son (1945-61), Bill Reed (1961-71), Wayne Duke (1971-
89), Jim Delany (1989-2020) and Kevin Warren (2019-23).

Commissioner  Petitti  officially  begins  his  ten-

ure with the Big Ten Conference on May 15, 2023.

Petitti is a proven leader who brings nearly four decades
of sports, business and media industry acumen to the
Big Ten Conference. He served as deputy commissioner
and chief operating officer of Major League Baseball and
president and chief executive officer of MLB Network.

A 14-time National Sports Emmy Award winner, Petitti has
held senior executive roles at CBS Sports and ABC Sports over-
seeing rights acquisition deals for a variety of sports leagues
and collegiate and professional sports events, including the
NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournament, regular season men’s
basketball, college football, NFL, PGA Tour, the Masters, U.S.
Open Tennis Championships, and the Little League World Se-
ries, as well as assisting in the creation of the Bowl Champion-
ship Series to determine college football’s national champion.

Most recently Petitti was recruited by Liberty Media and
The Baupost Group to serve as an advisor to evaluate
sports and media properties, including the launch of The
33rd Team, a digital content company covering the NFL
where he was installed as the co-chief executive officer.

As Deputy Commissioner and Chief Operating Officer for Ma-
jor League Baseball from 2014-2020, Petitti was involved in all
aspects of MLB including leading broadcast and digital media,
special events (All-Star Game, Home Run Derby, MLB post-
season scheduling and operations), MLB Network, MLB social
media, consumer productsand licensing, marketing, youth de-
velopment, international, and security. He closely collaborat-
ed with 30 MLB team owners and presidents, and key business

and operational partners to incorporate ideas and feedback
to improve the creation and execution of strategic initiatives.
Petitti also participated on MLB’s Competition Committee.

As President and Chief Executive Officer of MLB Network
from 2008-2014, Petitti led the imagination, creation, build-
out and launch of MLB Network in 50 million homes which,
at the time, was the largest launch of a cable network in
history. Petitti’s vision touched every aspect of content
and operations including programming, on-air talent, pro-
duction team, studio creation, and supporting facilities.

Prior to MLB, Petitti was the executive vice president of CBS
Sports from 2002-2008. He led the sports programming divi-
sion and had added responsibility as executive producer for all
CBS Sports telecasts. From 1999 to 2002, Petitti served as vice
president and general manager of WCBS-TV New York. While
at WCBS-TV, Petitti oversaw the transformation and reshaping
of the CBS flagship station, including acquiring the over-the-air
rights to broadcast New York Yankees games. In addition to his
work at WCBS-TV, Petitti also continued his association with
CBS Sports as special advisor to the president of the division.

Petitti joined CBS Sports as senior vice president, busi-
ness affairs and programming in February 1997. His
responsibilities managing the

programming and business affairs activities,
ing all contract negotiations and future acquisitions.

Prior to CBS, Petitti held multiple positions at ABC Sports from
1988-1996, including vice president, programming, where he
oversaw the acquisition and scheduling of ABC Sports pro-
gramming, including college football regular-season and bowl
games, college basketball, track and field, the Little League
World Series and NASCAR events. Petitti joined ABC Sports in
1988 as a general attorney. Prior to ABC Sports, Petitti spent
two years at the law firm of Cadwalader, Wickersham and Taft.

Petitti earned an economics degree from Haverford Col-
lege in 1983. At Haverford College in Pennsylvania, Pe-
titti played catcher for the baseball team. He graduated
from Harvard Law School in 1986. He has two daughters,
Danielle, a graduate of Vanderbilt University who resides
in London, England and Ally, a graduate of the Univer-
sity of Southern California who resides in Los Angeles.

The 2024 Big Ten Football Championship Game will kick off from Lucas Oil Stadium in
Indianapolis at 8 p.m. ET on Dec. 7, 2024.

The winner of the East Division will meet the winner of the West Division, with the
game’s victor earning the Big Ten Championship and a chance to play in one of the
six bowls that comprise the College Football Playoff, including the Rose Bowl Game.

CBS will serve as the official broadcast partner of the Big Ten Football Championship
Game, while Lucas Oil Stadium will host the title games through at least 2024.

BIG TEN FOOTBALL AWARDS

The Big Ten will continue to honor its past
while recognizing its current standouts at the
conclusion of the 2024 campaign. The Big Ten’s
enhanced football awards program presents
19 individual trophies in addition to the Big Ten
Championship trophy, bearing the names of
one or two former standouts. The distin-
guished names on these football awards honor
just a small sampling of the countless students
and coaches who have contributed to the con-
ference’s rich and storied history.

Seventeen of the honors will be awarded
immediately following the regular season,
including awards for the best quarterback, run-
ning back, receiver, tight end, offensive line-
man, defensive lineman, linebacker, defensive
back, kicker, punter and return specialist. Each
of these individual position awards features
the names of two former standouts.

The Big Ten will also continue to honor the
conference’s top coaches, offensive and defen-
sive players and linemen and freshmen with
end-of-year trophies. Big Ten coaches have the
opportunity to claim two awards. Media voters
will select the Dave McClain Coach of the Year,
which has been awarded since 1972, while
coaches vote for the Hayes-Schembechler
Coach of the Year award. The top offensive
player will receive the Graham-George
Offensive Player of the Year award, the best
defensive player will be awarded the Nagurski-
Woodson Defensive Player of the Year award
and the top freshman will receive the
Thompson-Randle El Freshman of the Year
award.

The winner of the Big Ten Football
Championship Game will receive the Amos
Alonzo Stagg Championship Trophy, while the
most outstanding player in the game will be
awarded the Grange-Griffin Championship
Game Most Valuable Player award. The confer-
ence also created two postcollegiate awards -
the Ford-Kinnick Leadership Award and the
Dungy-Thompson Humanitarian Award.

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NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

Since 1869, there have been more than 30 selectors of national champions using polls, historical research and mathematical rating systems. Beginning in 1936, the
Associated Press (AP) began the best-known and most widely circulated poll of sportswriters and broadcasters. Prior to 1936, national champions were determined by
historical research and retroactive ratings and polls. In addition, the national champion was selected before bowl games as follows — AP (1936-64 and 1966-67), United
Press International (UPI; 1950-73), Football Writers Association of America (FWAA; 1954) and the National Football Foundation (NFF; 1959-70). In all other latter-day
polls, national champions were selected after bowl games. From 1998-2013, national champions were selected by the Bowl Championship Series (BCS), AP, FWAA, NFF
and the USA Today coaches poll (previously managed by UPI from 1950-91, USA Today/CNN from 1992-96 and USA Today/ESPN from 1997-2004). Beginning in 2014,
national champions were selected by the College Football Playoff, AP, FWAA, NFF and the Amway coaches poll.

Current Big Ten teams have been named national champions 72 times, with Michigan, the most recent Big Ten national champion, winning the 10th College Football
Playoff National Championship Game following the 2023 season.
