HUSKERS TAKE ON TERRAPINS IN BIG TEN SEMIFINALS
	 • The No. 5 seed Nebraska women’s basketball team will collide with the eighth-seeded Maryland 
Terrapins in the first semifinal game of the TIAA Big Ten Tournament in Minneapolis on Saturday.
	 • Nebraska (21-10, 11-7 Big Ten) improved to 2-0 in the tournament with a 73-61 victory over 
fourth-seeded Michigan State on Friday afternoon, after working its way to a 64-56 win over 12th-
seeded Purdue in Thursday’s second round. 
	 • Maryland (19-12, 9-9 Big Ten) claimed the tournament’s biggest upset so far with an 82-61 win 
over top-seeded and No. 4 Ohio State. Saturday’s game will tip off at 1 p.m. (CT) at the Target Center 
in a game televised by BTN with Sloane Martin, Christy Winters Scott and Meghan McKeown on the 
call. Doors to the Target Center will open at 11:30 a.m. 
	 	• Fans also can listen across the Huskers Radio Network, including 107.3 FM in Lincoln and 590 
AM in Omaha, the Huskers App and Huskers.com with Matt Coatney and Jeff Griesch calling the 
action. Pregame will start at 12:30 p.m. (CT). 
	 • First-team All-Big Ten center Alexis Markowski posted her 18th double-double of the year with 
22 points and 12 rebounds to go with four assists against the Spartans. Markowski, who is averaging 
15.9 points and 10.6 rebounds on the year, is averaging 17.0, 9.5 rebounds and 5.0 assists through 
two tournament games. She had 20 points and 10 rebounds in Nebraska’s 87-81 win over Maryland 
in Lincoln (Dec. 31).
	 • Second-team All-Big Ten guard Jaz Shelley added 17 points and five assists against Michigan 
State. The 5-9 guard from Moe (pronounced MO-ee), Australia, leads Nebraska in scoring (18.0 ppg) 
through two tournament games, while adding 6.0 assists and 4.0 rebounds. Shelley notched 13 
points and 11 assists to join Markowski with a double-double in the first meeting with the Terps this 
season at Pinnacle Bank Arena.
	 • Big Ten Freshman-of-the-Year Natalie Potts contributed her fifth double-double of the year 
with 15 points and 11 rebounds while tying her career high for the second straight game with three 
blocked shots. The 6-2 forward from O’Fallon, Mo., also recorded a double-double with 17 points 
and 13 rebounds in the New Year’s Eve win over the Terrapins.
	 • Nebraska, which owns 12 wins this season over NET Top 75 teams including six since Feb. 1, is 
5-1 the last six games with Big Ten All-Freshman Team pick Logan Nissley as a starter. Nissley scored 
all 11 of her points in the third quarter against Michigan State for her 10th double-digit scoring effort 
of the year.

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SCOUTING THE MARYLAND TERRAPINS
		 • Coach Brenda Frese leads her Terrapins into the Big Ten semifinals after an 82-61 upset of Big 
Ten regular-season champion Ohio State on Friday in Minneapolis. It followed a 75-65 win over Illinois 
in Thursday’s second round.
	 • The eighth-seeded Terrapins are 7-3 in their last 10 games with the only 
losses to No. 1 seed Ohio State, No. 2 seed Iowa and No. 3 seed Indiana. 
	 • Shyanne Sellers led Maryland with 25 points, eight rebounds and 
seven assists in the win over the Buckeyes, Jakia Brown-Turner and 
Brinae Alexander each contributed 19 points. Faith Masonius pitched 
in a big double-double with 15 points and 11 rebounds.
	 • The Terps have lost Lavender Briggs (8.7 ppg, 5.0 rpg) and freshman 
Riley Nelson (5.1 ppg) to injury. That duo combined for 36 points off 
the bench in the first meeting this season between Nebraska and Maryland in Lincoln (Dec. 31) - an 
87-81 Husker win. Emma Chardon is also out for the year.
	 • Maryland’s season has been affected by injuries, as the Terps have been limited to a seven-player 
rotation in the Big Ten Tournament. Sellers played much of the Big Ten season while battling multiple 
injuries but has still averaged 15.5 points, 5.8 rebounds and 5.5 assists on the year. Sellers has been 
dynamic, averaging 18.0 points and 7.5 assists in the tournament’s first two games.
	 • Brown-Turner has averaged 16.5 points in two games, while Alexander has pitched in 15.5 points 
per contest. Alexander is averaging 9.3 points per game on the season as Maryland’s most dangerous 
threat from long range, connecting on 77 three-pointers (.387).
	 • In the win over Illinois on Thursday, Bri McDaniel starred with 20 points and 10 rebounds, before 
being held scoreless on 0-for-10 shooting in the 21-point win over the fourth-ranked Buckeyes. McDaniel 
is averaging 12.8 points and 4.1 rebounds on the season.
	 • Allie Kubek (8.3 ppg, 4.0 rpg) and Emily Fisher (2.7 ppg, 2.9 rpg) have provided support off the 
bench down the stretch.
	 • Regardless of their season struggles, the Terps have still averaged 78.0 points per game while 
hitting 44 percent of their shots from the field including 35.8 percent of their three-point attempts. 
Maryland also has knocked down 76.6 percent of its free throws. The Terps own a plus-2.7 rebound 
margin and a plus-1.4 turnover margin.

NEBRASKA VS. MARYLAND SERIES HISTORY
	 • Maryland leads the all-time series with Nebraska 16-2, but the Huskers have won two of the last 
three meetings, including an 87-81 win over the Terrapins in the only match-up this season on New 
Year’s Eve at Pinnacle Bank Arena in Lincoln. It was the first game in the history of the series that 
Maryland entered as an unranked team.
	 • The Huskers also won the most recent meeting in College Park, Md., a 90-67 run past the Terps 
on Dec. 4, 2022.
	 • Nebraska has never defeated Maryland in the Big Ten Tournament, carrying an 0-2 record against 
the Terps in conference tournament play, including an 83-73 loss on March 11, 2021.
	 • Alexis Markowski, Natalie Potts and Jaz Shelley all produced double-doubles in Nebraska’s win 
this season in Lincoln. Markowski finished with 20 points and 10 rebounds, while the freshman Potts 
put up 17 points and 13 boards. Shelley rounded out the trio of double-doubles with 13 points and 
11 assists. 
	 • Lavender Briggs led Maryland with 25 points off the bench against the Huskers while Riley Nelson 
added 11 points. Both of those Terrapins have been lost for the season to injuries.
	 • Nebraska’s first meeting with Maryland came in the 2008 NCAA Tournament second round in 
College Park - a 76-64 Maryland win. NU is 2-14 against the Terps as Big Ten foes.

MARKOWSKI PILING ON REBOUNDS
	 • With 12 rebounds in a quarterfinal victory over Michigan State on Thursday, Alexis Markowski 
increased her junior season total to 329 - seven more than her sophomore total (322) a year ago. 
Her 329 boards this year rank as the fourth-best total in school history, 25 shy of All-American Kelsey 
Griffin’s total of 354 (2009-10), which ranks third in the Husker record book.
	 • Markowski’s 329 rebounds are the second-highest total by a junior in school history, trailing only 
417 boards by Janet Smith (1980-81).

SHELLEY SHOOTS TO TOP OF NU TOURNAMENT CHART
	 • With seven three-pointers through the first two tournament games in Minneapolis this season, Jaz 
Shelley has taken over the top spot on Nebraska’s career three-point list in conference tournament 
play. Shelley has connected on 26 three-pointers in six career Big Ten Tournament games - six more 
than All-American Jordan Hooper, who hit 20 in her Big 12 (1 season) and Big Ten Tournament (3 
seasons) appearances.

• Natalie Potts earned eighth Big Ten Freshman-
of-the-Week awards in 2023-24. No other league 
freshman won more than three awards. Potts won 
conference honors Nov. 13, Nov. 27, Dec. 11, Jan. 
8, Jan. 15, Feb. 12, Feb. 26 and March 3. 
• Alexis Markowski was named to the Big Ten 
Weekly Honor Roll seven times in 2023-24. She 
also earned a spot on the St. Pete Showcase All-
Tournament Team (Nov. 25). She ranks second in 
the Big Ten in rebounding (10.6 rpg) and seventh 
in scoring (15.9 ppg).
• The Huskers had seven players produce double 
figures in points against UNCW, which is believed 
to be the first time that has been accomplished in 
school history. It is the second time this season the 
Huskers have had six players score in double figures 
in a game (Northwestern State, Nov. 6).
• Three Huskers (Alexis Markowski, Natalie Potts, 
Jaz Shelley) recorded double-doubles in the win 
over Maryland (Dec. 31), which is the first time 
a Husker trio notched doubles in the same game 
since Jordan Hooper (23 points, 11 rebounds), 
Emily Cady (15 points, 11 rebounds) and Rachel 
Theriot (10 points, 12 assists) did it in an NCAA 
first-round win over Fresno State in Los Angeles 
on March 22, 2014.
• The Huskers have hit at least one three in 495 
straight games dating back to a loss at UTEP on 
Dec. 20, 2008. Nebraska has hit at least two threes 
in 374 consecutive games.
• Nebraska has hit 10 or more threes 38 times in 
the last 103 games, including 10 times in 2023-24. 
The Huskers hit a season-high 16 threes against 
UNCW (Dec. 5), and sank 12 triples vs. Southern 
(Dec. 17). NU hit 11 threes vs. Minnesota (Feb. 24), 
along with 10 threes vs. Northwestern State (Nov. 
6), Florida Atlantic (Nov. 29), Georgia Tech (Dec. 
2), Michigan State (Dec. 9), Maryland (Dec. 31) and 
both games vs. Iowa (Jan. 27/Feb. 11).

MARKOWSKI MAKES MARK WITH 20-20 GAME AT PURDUE
 		 • Alexis Markowski earned her seventh spot on the Big 
Ten Weekly Honor Roll this season with her monster 20-point, 
21-rebound performance in a win at Purdue (Feb. 17).
 		 • The 21 rebounds were not only a career high, but matched 
the fourth-highest total by a Husker in history. They were the 
most rebounds in a game by a Nebraska player since Kelly 
Hubert pulled down 23 boards against Wisconsin on Dec. 7, 
1990. It was just the 11th 20-rebound performance in Husker 
women’s basketball history.
 		 • Markowski’s effort at Purdue was just the fifth 20-point, 20-rebound game by a women’s basketball 
player in Husker history.

MARKOWSKI CLIMBING HUSKER DOUBLE-DOUBLE LIST
 	 • Nebraska’s Alexis Markowski is producing double-doubles at one 
of the top rates in the nation through 31 games in 2023-24. The 6-3 
junior center from Lincoln, Neb., entered the tournament tied for 11th 
nationally and third in the Big Ten with 18 double-doubles on the year, 
including 11 in 18 Big Ten games.
 	 • She notched her most recent double-double with 22 points and 
12 rebounds in Nebraska’s Big Ten Tournament quarterfinal win over 
Michigan State (March 8).
 	 • Markowski, who earned her second appearance on the Lisa Leslie Award Watch List, ranks second 
in the Big Ten in rebounding at 10.6 boards per game, including 11.5 in conference play. She also 
ranks seventh in the league in scoring at 15.9 points per game.
 	 • She produced the biggest double-double of her career with 20 points and 21 rebounds in a 
77-65 road win at Purdue (Feb. 17). It was just the fifth 20-point, 20-rebound performance in Husker 
history. She added 12 points and 10 boards in a win over Northwestern (Feb. 20), before contributing 
10 points and 12 boards in a win over Minnesota (Feb. 24).
 	 • Markowski owns 39 career double-doubles, trailing only first-team All-Americans Kelsey Griffin 
(2010) and Jordan Hooper (2014) who share the Nebraska school record with 40 career double-doubles.
	 • Markowski has scored in double figures 30 times in 31 games this season, including seven 20-point 
performances. She was held to nine points and 16 rebounds at No. 2 Ohio State (Feb. 14).
	 • The 2022 Big Ten Freshman of the Year, Markowski earned her second straight appearance on the 
Lisa Leslie Award Watch List this year. Last season, as the only sophomore on the list, she advanced 
to the Midseason Top 10 for the award.
	 • Markowski ranks sixth on the Nebraska career rebound list with 916.

MARKOWSKI NAMED FIRST-TEAM ALL-BIG TEN		
	 • Alexis Markowski led an impressive hardware haul by the Huskers when All-Big Ten teams 
were announced on Tuesday, March 5. The 6-3 center from Lincoln, Neb., captured first-team all-
conference honors for the first time after claiming second-team accolades in 2023 and 2022, when 
she was also the Big Ten Freshman of the Year.
	 • Markowski, who ranks second in the Big Ten in rebounding (10.6 rpg) and seventh in scoring 
(15.9 ppg), has produced 18 double-doubles during the season, including 11 in Big Ten play. She was 
named to the Big Ten Weekly Honor Roll seven times in 2023-24.

	 • Potts owns 19 double-figure scoring games on the season, including 
five double-doubles with the most recent coming with 15 points and 11 
rebounds in a Big Ten Tournament quarterfinal win over Michigan State 
(March 8).
	 • She earned her sixth Big Ten Freshman-of-the-Week award with 14 
points and six rebounds in Nebraska’s 82-79 upset of No. 2 Iowa (Feb. 
11). She produced eight points and five rebounds in helping the Huskers 
outscore the Hawkeyes 27-10 in the decisive fourth quarter. It followed 
a 12-point performance in a huge road win at Michigan (Feb. 6).

	 • Potts had 11 points, eight rebounds and two blocks in 21 minutes in a win over UNCW (Dec. 5). 
	 • Potts won her second Big Ten Freshman award (Nov. 22) after averaging 14.0 points in two games 
at the St. Pete Showcase. She opened the week with a career-high 22 points on 9-of-10 shooting from 
the field, including a three-pointer, in a 75-61 win over Lamar.
	 • She opened another strong week by notching her first double-double with 12 points and 12 
rebounds in a win over Florida Atlantic (Nov. 29). She followed with 13 points, four rebounds, two 
assists and a steal in a win over Georgia Tech (Dec. 2).

	 • White has played significant minutes in both of Nebraska’s Big Ten Tournament wins over Purdue 
and Michigan State, totaling eight points, six rebounds and two assists in nearly 40 minutes.

	 • Darian White has scored in double figures 105 times in her college career (97, Montana State;

Nissley (202/65) and Jessica Petrie (128/69) combining for 655 points and 307 rebounds. All three 
freshmen have played in all 31 games for the Big Red and all three are averaging double-figure minutes.

 	 • Nebraska’s 2023 Pack PBA crowd eclipsed its previous women’s basketball attendance mark of 
13,595 fans (sellout) against Missouri at the Devaney Center on Feb. 27, 2010. NU drew 10 straight 
crowds of more than 10,000 fans at the Devaney Center in 2009-10.
 	 • Nebraska drew 9,750 fans to open its stay in Pinnacle Bank Arena with a win over UCLA on Nov. 
8, 2013. The home-opening crowd at PBA is a Nebraska non-conference record.
 	 • The Huskers averaged 6,088 fans over 16 games at PBA, which ranks No. 3 in school history 
behind only 7,390 fans per game (2009-10) and 6,161 fans per game (2013-14). 
	 • Nebraska ranked No. 13 nationally in average home attendance (5,761) over 17 games in 2022-

Bolli was also a two-time Academic All-American, including 
Nebraska’s first College Sports Communicators First-Team Academic All-American for women’s 
basketball in 1988. She earned her bachelor’s degree from Nebraska in 1989.
	 • Preference for the awarding of the Stephanie Bolli #34 Women’s Basketball Scholarship is given 
to a graduate of a Nebraska high school outside the Lincoln and Omaha metro areas who displays 
a Nebraska work ethic, prioritizes team goals over personal goals, and meets or exceeds current 
Academic All-Big Ten standards/demonstrates a high level of academic achievement.
	 • Another new endowed scholarship was presented during Nebraska’s win over No. 2 Iowa (Feb. 
11) with the inaugural announcement of the Stone Family Women’s Basketball Scholarship. The 
scholarship, which was presented by Joe and Chris Stone to Darian White, requires high character 
and values, along with grit and an outstanding work ethic.
	 • The Huskers announced the winner of their first endowed scholarship for women’s basketball at 
the home game against Rutgers (Feb. 3).

No. 14 Indiana. Nebraska honored the 10th anniversary of its 2014 Big Ten Tournament Championship 
team while also recognizing its 2013 NCAA Sweet Sixteen team. 
	 • The 2014 Huskers were led by first-team All-American and Big Ten Player of the Year Jordan 
Hooper, who had her No. 35 jersey retired in a pregame ceremony. Hooper ranks No. 2 all-time at 
Nebraska with 2,357 points and No. 3 in career rebounds with 1,110. A three-time first-team All-
Big Ten choice and a two-time member of the Big Ten All-Tournament Team (2012, 2014), Hooper 
was also a first-team Senior CLASS All-American in 2014. She was the No. 13 overall pick in the 
2014 WNBA Draft and spent four seasons in the league. She was also a star for nine seasons as an 
international professional with stops in Turkey, Australia, Belarus and most recently Israel.
	 • Hooper, who was an All-Big Ten starter on Nebraska’s 2013 Sweet Sixteen squad, was joined by 
2013 All-America point guard Lindsey Moore in headlining the group. Moore was a first-round draft 
pick and WNBA champion with the Minnesota Lynx.

13 games as a starter in 2022-23 before suffering a season-ending left leg injury in the fourth quarter 
of an 85-79 triple-overtime victory over No. 20 Kansas at Pinnacle Bank Arena on Dec. 21. Weidner’s 
recovery and rehabilitation on her left leg since surgery on Jan. 10, 2023, had gone well, and she was 
expecting to return to action for the start of this season before suffering the right leg injury.

HUSKER ROSTER FILLED WITH STATE PLAYERS OF THE YEAR
 	 • The 2023-24 Nebraska women’s basketball roster features four 
state players of the year in basketball, who won their respective awards 
from their home states from 2019 to 2023. The group of five combined 
for eight state basketball player-of-the-year honors, while adding two 
state volleyball player-of-the-year awards. Nebraska’s group does not 
include Allison Weidner, who was the state of Nebraska’s overall girls 
athlete of the year across all sports in 2021.
 	 • Freshman Logan Nissley carries the most state player-of-the-
year honors with her to Lincoln. The 6-0 guard from Bismarck was a 
three-time North Dakota Gatorade High School Player of the Year 
in basketball. She led Bismarck Century to three straight state championship game appearances, 
including a title in 2022. Nissley was also the North Dakota Volleyball Player of the Year as a junior 
(2021) and senior (2022).
 	 • Fellow freshman Natalie Potts added a pair of Missouri MaxPreps High School Player of the Year 
honors in 2021 and 2023. She was also the Gatorade Player of the Year in 2021. Potts, a 6-2 forward 
from O’Fallon, Mo., led Incarnate Word Academy to a 100-game winning streak to close her career. 
She finished her high school career with 2,108 points and 1,008 rebounds - just the third player in 
Missouri high school history to achieve that combined milestone.
 	 • Junior center Alexis Markowski was the 2021 Nebraska Gatorade and MaxPreps High School 
Player of the Year at Lincoln Pius X. One of 10 semifinalists for the Lisa Leslie Center of the Year 
Award in 2023, Markowski was the 2022 Big Ten Freshman of the Year at Nebraska. She is a two-time 
preseason All-Big Ten selection and a two-time second-team All-Big Ten choice. Before arriving at 
Nebraska, Markowski led Pius X to back-to-back Class A state titles in 2020 and 2021 as the captain 
of the Class A All-Tournament team.
 	 • Graduate transfer Darian White was the 2019 Idaho Gatorade Player of the Year at Mountain 
View High School. The 5-6 point guard averaged 15.2 points, 5.7 rebounds, 3.2 assists and 3.4 steals 
on her way to All-Idaho Player-of-the-Year honors. She led Mountain View to a 25-1 record and a state 
runner-up finish as a senior, before earning 2020 Big Sky Freshman-of-the-Year accolades at Montana 
State. She went on to be a three-time first-team All-Big Sky selection at Montana State (2021, 2022, 
2023) and a two-time Big Sky Defensive Player of the Year (2021, 2022). She was also the Big Sky 
Tournament MVP in 2022.
 	 • Junior Allison Weidner was not a state basketball player of the year, but she was Nebraska’s 
overall Girls High School Athlete of the Year in 2021. The two-time first-team all-class all-state pick in 
basketball was a two-time Class D2 first-team all-state volleyball player and an eight-time Nebraska 
state track and field champion at Humphrey St. Francis.

the Huskers compete in the semifinal round of the Big Ten Tournament 
against Maryland on Saturday (March 9).   
	 • The television appearances have come early and often for the Big 
Red, beginning with a Nov. 19 clash with Creighton at Pinnacle Bank 
Arena that was televised by the Big Ten Network. It was the first of 
nine regular-season Husker games to be televised by BTN, and each 
of Nebraska’s first four televised home games during the stretch came 
against 2023 NCAA Tournament qualifiers (Creighton, Maryland, 
Indiana, Illinois).
	 • Nebraska’s Big Ten Conference opener at Michigan State on Dec. 
9 also was televised by BTN. In fact, each of NU’s first five Big Ten 
contests were carried by BTN, including its Big Ten home opener with 
Maryland (Dec. 31), which drew nearly 8,800 fans. The Huskers were 
back on BTN at Wisconsin (Jan. 4).
	 • Nebraska faced Indiana at Pinnacle Bank Arena on BTN (Jan. 7), 
attracting more than 9,000 fans for Alumni Day and the retirement of 
Jordan Hooper’s No. 35 jersey. 
	 • The Huskers played their fifth consecutive Big Ten game on BTN with a win over Illinois at 
Pinnacle Bank Arena (Jan. 11).
	 • The Big Red were back on BTN when the Huskers traveled to Iowa City to battle the Hawkeyes 
(Jan. 27). The rematch between Nebraska and Iowa featured a school-record, sellout crowd of 
15,042 and a FOX national TV audience on Super Bowl Sunday. The Huskers knocked off the No. 2 
Hawkeyes, 82-79 on Play4Kay Day. 
	 • The Huskers made their first-ever appearance on Peacock at Ohio State (Feb. 14). 
	 • Nebraska made its eighth BTN appearance against Northwestern in Lincoln (Feb. 20). 
	 • The Big Red made its ninth regular-season BTN appearance at Illinois (March 3), before playing 
for the 10th time on Big Ten Network in a second-round win over Purdue at the Big Ten Tournament 
on Thursday, March 7.
	 • The Huskers appeared on BTN for the 11th time on Friday, when they worked their way to a 73-
61 win over fourth-seeded Michigan State in the Big Ten quarterfinals.
	 • The Big Ten Championship Game is televised by CBS on Sunday, March 10 at 11 a.m. (CT).

Sky point guard Darian White and three-year Division I starter Maddie Krull.
	 • Shelley, a 5-9 guard from Moe, Australia, earned her bachelor’s degree from Nebraska in May of 
2023 as an advertising and public relations major. She is pursuing a master’s degree in journalism and 
mass communications.
	 • White, a 5-6 guard from Boise, Idaho, earned her bachelor’s degree from Montana State in May 
of 2023 as a community health major. The four-year starting guard for the Bobcats came to Nebraska 
as a graduate transfer and is seeking a graduate certificate in youth development from UNL.
	 • Krull, a 5-9 guard from Omaha, Neb., claimed her bachelor’s degree from Nebraska in August of 
2023 in just three years. Krull, who spent her first two college seasons at South Dakota, was a child, 
youth and family studies major as an undergraduate. She is pursuing a master’s degree in the same 
field. Krull has two years of basketball eligibility remaining.

NEBRASKA POSTS 19TH STRAIGHT PERFECT GSR
	 • In the eyes of the NCAA’s Division I Graduation Success Rate (GSR), the Husker women’s basketball 
program has been perfect for 19 consecutive years. Nebraska is the only program among the 14 Big 
Ten Conference schools to accomplish the perfect score for 19 straight seasons.
	 • The NCAA announced the release of its annual Graduation Success Rate report Dec. 6, 2023, 
and Nebraska was a national leader in women’s basketball for the 19th straight season, dating back 
to the initial public tracking of the GSR since 2004-05.
	 • The Nebraska women’s basketball program joins the Husker women’s tennis and volleyball programs 
as Husker teams that have produced perfect 100 percent rates each of the last 19 years.
	 • Overall, the Nebraska Athletic Department produced a GSR of 94 percent. In all, 11 Husker sports 
posted perfect 100 percent GSR last season, including softball, soccer, swimming and diving, women’s 
gymnastics, women’s golf, bowling, rifle and men’s tennis.
	 • Nebraska continues to lead NCAA Division I in Academic All-Americans across all sports (351) and 
NCAA Today Top Ten Award winners (18). More than 100 Huskers have also earned NCAA Postgraduate 
Scholarships in history.

HUSKERS ADD TALENTED TRIO FOR 2024-25
	 • Five-star recruit and reigning Nebraska Gatorade High School Player of the Year Britt Prince 
headlines a three-player signing class announced by Coach Amy Williams on Nov. 8.
	 • Prince, a senior at Elkhorn North High School and the No. 28 ranked prospect in the nation by 
ESPN, joins Amiah Hargrove (Christopher, Illinois) and Lincoln Southwest High School guard Kennadi 
Williams in Nebraska’s trio of 2024-25 newcomers who made their college plans official.
	 • “Today is an exciting day for Nebraska Women’s Basketball with the addition of these three outstanding 
student-athletes,” Williams said. “They are winners who want to be a part of something special. They are 
committed to developing as people and as basketball players and will fit in perfectly with our team’s culture.” 

BRITT PRINCE, 5-11, G, OMAHA, NEB. (ELKHORN NORTH)
	 • Britt Prince, who finished as the No. 2 scorer in the history of Nebraska girls basketball 
with 2,491 points, led Elkhorn North to its fourth straight Class B state championship in 2024.   
	 • Through her first three high school seasons, 
Prince totaled 1,790 points, 574 rebounds, 362 
assists and 276 steals. The Gatorade and Max 
Preps Nebraska Player of the Year in 2023, Prince 
averaged 24.2 points, 8.6 rebounds and 6.2 assists 
while hitting 59 percent of her shots from the floor, 
including 46 percent of her three-pointers, and 92 
percent of her free throws while playing for her 
mother and coach Ann Prince at Elkhorn North.
	 • One of 50 candidates nationally for the 
2024 Naismith Trophy High School Girl’s Player 
of the Year Award, Prince was a 2023 adidas All-
American and a Max Preps Junior Second-Team 
All-American. She is a three-time Super State and 
All-Nebraska selection who led the Wolves to 
three consecutive Class B state championships. 
At the 2023 state tournament, Prince totaled 84 
points on 29-of-40 shooting, including 10-of-14 
from long range. She was also a perfect 16-for-16 
at the free throw line. During the regular season, 
Prince recorded a triple-double with 33 points, 11 
rebounds and 10 assists in a win over Hastings. 
	 • “Britt is an extremely gifted athlete and when 
you partner that with an intense passion for basketball, a work ethic that is unmatched, high character, 
and a winning mindset, the result is something special,” Williams said. “It has been amazing to watch 
Britt utilize her unique talents to accomplish so much already in her basketball journey, and we cannot 
wait for that to continue into her college career here as a Husker.

	 • Hargrove, a 6-2 wing at Christopher High 
School in Illinois, averaged 24.7 points, 9.7 
rebounds, 1.4 assists, 2.2 steals and 1.3 blocks 
while hitting 62.8 percent of her shots from 
the field and 85 percent of her free throws as a 
junior in 2022-23. The three-time Illinois Class 
1A all-state selection was the 2023 Associated 
Press Illinois Class 1A Player of the Year and a 
two-time Southern Illinois Girls Basketball Player 
of the Year. She was also a three-time conference 
MVP and three-time all-conference selection. 
	 • An explosive all-around athlete, Hargrove 
erupted for a career-high 55 points against 
Salem and 51 points against Cobden. She led 
Christopher High School to a state runner-up 
finish after capturing sectional and super-sectional 
titles. She has also fueled the Bearcats to a trio of 
conference championships and two regional crowns. 
	 • Over the past two high school seasons, 
Hargrove has totaled 1,408 points, 550 rebounds 
and 146 steals. Her father, Anthony, was an NFL 
defensive end from 2004 to 2013. He was drafted 
out of Georgia Tech by the St. Louis Rams and 
was a member of seven NFL teams, including the Super Bowl champion New Orleans Saints. 
	 • “Amiah is a high achiever in everything she pursues, and we could not be more thrilled to be welcoming 
her to the Husker family,” Williams said. “Her size and athleticism combined with her versatile skill set make 
her the perfect fit for our team on the court. Her high character, work ethic and drive make her the perfect 
fit off the court. She has a bright, bright future, and we are so excited it will be while wearing Husker red.” 
	 • Hargrove also has competed in volleyball, softball and track and field, while earning 
third-team Academic All-America honors. She was a member of the High Honor Roll and 
National Honor Society at Christopher and plans to major in marine biology at Nebraska. 
	 • Hargrove chose Nebraska over Creighton, Missouri ,  I l l inois and Marquette. 
	 • “I chose Nebraska because it was the perfect fit for me,” Hargrove said. “From the Lincoln 
community to the coaching staff, it instantly reminded me of home. I know that sounds cliche, but it 
is so true. I cannot wait to be a Husker!”

KENNADI WILLIAMS, 5-4, G, LINCOLN, NEB. (LINCOLN SOUTHWEST)
	 • Williams will become a Husker after an 
outstanding career as a multi-sport star at Lincoln 
Southwest. The daughter of Husker Head Coach 
Amy Williams, Kennadi was the 2022 Lincoln 
Journal Star High School Female Athlete of the 
Year and the Girls Basketball Player of the Year 
as a sophomore. She helped the Silver Hawks to 
a state runner-up finish as a sophomore, scoring 
24 points in the Class A state quarterfinal game. 
During her sophomore season, she averaged 
11.9 points, 3.2 assists and 3.0 steals per game 
while earning second-team Super State honors. 
	 • She missed much of her junior year after 
suffering a knee injury in June of 2022, but 
returned to the court in mid-February to lead 
Southwest back to the state tournament, scoring 
23 points in the state quarterfinals as a junior. 
	 • “It is a special day for us to be officially adding 
Kennadi to the Husker women’s basketball family. 
She has been passionate about this program since 
we came to Lincoln, and it is her dream to represent 
the Huskers and help push this program to national 
prominence,” Williams said. “She is a tough competitor, a gifted athlete, and an amazing teammate who 
will do whatever it takes to help her team win. I am really looking forward to sharing this experience with her.” 
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	 • A four-year varsity letter winner in basketball and softball while also starring in soccer at 
Lincoln Southwest, the 5-4 Williams was a Class A all-state selection and a member of the 
Nebraska Class A All-Tournament Team in 2022. She was also an honorable-mention all-state 
choice in 2023. She plans to play both basketball and softball as a Husker. She led Southwest 
to a Class A state semifinal appearance as senior a in softball, leading Class A in runs scored. 
She missed her junior year with injury. As a sophomore, Williams batted .362 with six home runs, 
seven doubles and 29 RBIs as a shortstop and center fielder while helping the Silver Hawks to a 
Class A state championship. She also helped the Southwest soccer team to the state tournament. 
	 • “I chose Nebraska because I love the culture and team chemistry between all of the girls,” Williams 
said. “It’s also close to home.”

HUSKERS FACED HISTORIC STRENGTH OF SCHEDULE
	 • Nebraska finished 2022-23 with an 18-15 record after facing 
arguably its strongest schedule in school history with 12 games against 
Associated Press Top 25 opponents at game time.
 	 • Since joining the Big Ten (2011-12), the Huskers had not played 
more than eight games in a season vs. AP Top 25 foes prior to 2022-23.
	 • Nebraska’s second game with Iowa (Feb. 18) was its fifth against 
an AP Top 10 team in 2022-23. The Huskers have never faced more 
than five AP Top 10 teams in the same season. In fact, Nebraska played 
six games against teams that entered the NCAA Tournament ranked 
in the AP top seven nationally, including No. 2 Indiana (1), No. 3 Iowa 
(2), No. 4 Virginia Tech (1) and No. 7 Maryland (2). 
	 • Nebraska’s Big Ten road wins at No. 25 Illinois (90-57, +33, Feb. 22) and at No. 20 Maryland (90-
67, +23, Dec. 4) represent the largest road victory margins in school history against AP Top 25 teams.

	 • The 2023 Nebraska Life Skills Sportsmanship Pep Rally, which was co-
sponsored by the Nebraska High School Hall of Fame, featured messages 
from Husker student-athletes and coaches. This year, the Huskers 
welcomed 2,966 students and 348 accompanying staff members from 62 
schools across the state of Nebraska.
	 • The 2023 opener marked the fifth time (2013, 2019, 2021, 2022) 
Pinnacle Bank Arena and Nebraska women’s basketball have teamed with 
the Nebraska High School Hall of Fame to host the Pep Rally for middle 
grades students. The students and accompanying staff were provided 
complimentary water from Pepsi and pizza from Nebraska Athletics.
	 • The Sportsmanship Pep Rally began at 9:30 a.m. on the main court at Pinnacle Bank Arena and 
featured messages from Nebraska Head Coach Amy Williams and Husker women’s basketball players 
Annika Stewart and Callin Hake, along with appearances by Olympian Jordan Larson and Husker 
Bekka Allick (volleyball) and All-American men’s gymnast Taylor Christopulos. World champion jump 
roper Tori Boggs also performed at both the rally and at halftime of the men’s and women’s games.

When a network conflict occurs in Omaha, the 
Huskers also can be heard on CD105.9 FM-KKCD. 880-AM-KRVN (Lexington) also provides a huge AM 
signal statewide in central Nebraska, while more than 20 stations carry the Huskers Radio Network’s 
women’s basketball coverage across the state and the Midwest.
	 • Inside Pinnacle Bank Arena, fans can access the direct radio call of the game at 87.7 FM.
	 • NU’s first game at the Big Ten Tournament will be Coatney and Griesch’s 765th women’s basketball 
broadcast together, more than any other Husker radio broadcast team across all sports in history. 
		 • Griesch also has an active streak of 724 consecutive Husker games called dating back to Jan. 5, 
2003.

	 • Nebraska notched an 85-79 3OT win over No. 20 Kansas at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Dec. 21, 2022). 
It matched the longest game in school history and was the first triple-overtime game in women’s 
basketball at Pinnacle Bank Arena.
	 • The Huskers defeated Mississippi State 73-65 in OT at the Puerto Rico Clasico at Roberto Clemente

The 
only points Nebraska got in the final minutes came 
on a pair of Alexis Markowski free throws with 2:32 
to play. Illinois got its only point in the final minute 
from Makira Cook, who made 1-of-2 free throws to 
give the Illini a 74-73 lead with 34 seconds left. From 
that point, Nebraska missed three three-pointers 
and two free throws, and Illinois never got the ball 
back. Cook led Illinois with 20 points, while Jaz 
Shelley matched her season high with 23 points to 
go along with eight assists for the Big Red. Alexis 
Markowski and Natalie Potts each contributed 14 
points for the Huskers, while Petrie added a solid 
effort with seven points off the bench. Nebraska 
won the war on the boards (39-36) and the turnover 
battle (8-7) in a well-played game by both teams. 
The Huskers turned the extra possessions into 10 
more field goal attempts and one more free throw, 
but the Illini made one more field goal and one 
more free throw than Nebraska.
