Many of our products also require larger amounts of
packaging than retail items, so even a small shift in our design can add
up to a meaningful difference.

In FY2025, all of Sysco’s major packaging suppliers have committed to
transitioning from traditional white to kraft corrugate cases for Sysco Brand
exterior packaging. We also hosted our second annual Pack-a-Thon event
for suppliers to submit proposals for innovative and sustainable packaging
designs.
